North Texas Mixed 2008 Rule Changes:

At the 2007 USSSA National Convention in Daytona Beach, Florida, in November, a new Mixed division was created, Mixed "E." This program is intended primarily for the recreational player. As a result, we are going to give the Mixed "D" program in the North Texas USSSA Mixed program a year to reshape the Mixed "E" 

and "D" programs by allowing any Mixed "D" team that participated in the Mixed "D" program to be eligible to play in the Mixed "E" program in 2008, provided they following the eligibility guidelines as outlined below.

As you know, a player's eligibility is based on both his/her Mixed playing status from the 2007 season as well as his/her status in the Men's/Women's division at the end of the 2007 season. A men's or women's status is based upon whether his/her men's/women's team in 2007 either won a qualifying tournament and had his/her team's roster 'frozen' during the season or participated in the Men's/Women's State Tournament, thus classifying that player for the 2007 in their particular playing classification.

In addition, a team that was "bumped" at the end of the 2007 season results in the players on that team's being classified at that level for the 2008 season. For example, a Men's "D" team that was bumped to Men's "C" for the 2008 season, those players are considered to be Mens' "C" players and thus would ONLY be eligible to participate in the Mixed "C" program in 2008, even if that particular player is playing on a Men's "D" team in 2008 as a "bump" player. His player classification for 2008 is that of a Men's "C" player.

There were ONLY two Mixed "D" teams "bumped" for the 2008 season to Mixed "C":Conference Café and TPS/Storm to Mixed C due to their 4th and 5th place finishes, respectively, at 2007 Mixed D World.

Here are the guidelines for the various Mixed programs for 2008 in North Texas:

Mixed Major

  Combines Mixed A and B into one division.

  Allows two (2) male players whose names appear on the USSSA Major Player List.

  Allows Women's A/B/C/D players.

  Allows Men's Major (2)/A/B/C/D/E players.

  Allows eight (8) home runs per game by male players; unlimited home runs for female players.

  Mixed Major World to be held at Disney on October 17 - 19, 2008.

Mixed C

  Two (2) home runs per gender, and 1-up rule.

  Allows Women's B/C/D players.

  Allows Men's C/D/E players.

  Player eligibility will be determined by their 2007 year end class. Example: any male player whose 2007 year end class is Men's C or lower may participate in 

Mixed C for the 2008 season. Any male player whose 2007 year end class is Men's B or higher may NOT participate in Mixed C, D or E for the 2008 season.

  Any Mixed C team that includes a male player whose 2007 year end class is Men's A or whose name appears on the USSSA Major Player List must register as a Mixed Major team.

  Teams are allowed three (3) bump players from Mixed B, provided they meet the requirements above.

  Mixed C West World Tournament will be hosted by the Garland Softball 

Association on October 17 - 19, 2008.

  Mixed C East World Tournament will be at Disney on October 17 - 19, 2008.

Mixed D

  All home runs are outs. No offensive ejection.

  Allows Women's C/D players

  Allows Men's D/E players.

  Player eligibility will be determined by their 2007 year end class. Example: any male player whose 2007 year end class is Men's D or lower may participate in Mixed D for the 2008 season. Any male player whose 2007 year end class is Men's C or higher may NOT participate in Mixed D or Mixed E for the 2008 season.

  Teams are allowed three (3) "bump" players from Mixed C, provided they meet the requirements above.

  Mixed D World to be held at Disney on October 17 - 19, 2008.

Mixed E

  Newly-created mixed division, intended for recreational teams.

  All home runs are outs, offensive ejection, AND ends the inning.

  Allows Women's D players only.

  Allows Men's E players only.

  Player eligibility will be determined by their 2007 year end class. Example: any male player whose 2007 year end class is Men's E may participate in Mixed E for the 2008 season. Any male player whose 2007 year end class is Men's D or higher may NOT participate in Mixed E for the 2008 season.

  All North Texas Mixed D teams from 2007 may participate in the new Mixed E Division provided their roster complies with above. Exception: players from Conference Café and TPS/Storm may not drop 2 classes and therefore are not eligible for participation in Mixed E.

  No Mixed C or Mixed B "bump" players allowed due to NTX USSSA rule limiting players to drop one class only.

  Mixed E West World Tournament will be hosted by the Garland Softball 

Association on October 17 - 19, 2008.

  Mixed E West World Tournament will be at Disney on October 17 - 19, 2008.

Other notable rule changes:

All players' online ID name MUST match their driver's license name and date of birth.

Coaches and players are responsible for the accuracy of the all online player IDinformation.

The "freeze date" for all North Texas Mixed teams will begin June 1st, 2007, except forwinners of an NIT held prior to June 1st, 2007.
