North Texas USSSA 2009 Bump List

Well, since it’s been quiet on the message board for ALMOST a week, guess

it’s time to get things stirred up again with a list of teams who are going

to be reclassified to a higher classification for the 2009 season.

This year, we used several criteria to determine which teams would be

bumped.  The criteria included USSSA points, USSSA power rating, won-lost

record, a high number of top-5 tournament finishes in 2008, a top-8 finish

in the respective State tournaments, including the State Champion, winning

an NIT (including those with less than 25 teams) and earning a berth to the

respective World tourney, winning multiple NIT’s, and those teams that

finished in the top 10% of the respective World tournaments.  There were

several of the NTX area directors who participated in this review and

selection process.

Here is the list of those teams who will be “bumped” for the 2009 season,

which begins on December 1, 2008.

No Bumps (with the following exceptions)

Jolt - "D" (local)

Lady Canes II - "C" (local)

Lady Texans – “C” (National)

(per Tanya Spencer, NTX Women's Program Director, she'll be

watching both of these teams very closely during the season to

see how they are doing ... if either begins to dominate their division,

she reserves the right to reclassify them at that time)

If a 2009 "bump" team does not play in 2009, all of its players will,

however, be classified according to the "bump" for 2009 competition.

Another change this year: to prevent a team from playing “at less than

their best” in several tournaments in an attempt to be reclassified during

the season to a lower class, it has been determined, by a majority of the

directors, that there WILL NOT be any reclassification requests allowed

during the season.  If a ‘bumped” team thinks that they are not capable of

playing at their current classification, they CAN apply for disbandment and

go through the disbandment process.  However, they will need to create a

new team and will lose and points and berths that have been earned up to

that point of the season.  Their request will then have to be approved by

the State Director and a committee of area directors before the disbandment

can occur.

I know this will create the usual outcry about how the bumps are not fair

and that North Texas will never do well at World.  I’ll reply, as I always

do, with the same response that I’m ‘charged’ with doing what’s right 

for

the 2600 teams that are registered in North Texas, not the 26 teams that

participate in the World tourneys.
