NTYFA Senior and Junior Tournament
We are looking forward to a great tournament and a fun filled football packed weekend.
Below are a few things that will be of interest to the coaches, players and parents.

1. Each game will have two fifteen minute halves with a running clock and an eight minute halftime. The clock will stop the last 2 min of each half, on all position changes, delay of game penalties, false start, all time outs and injuries (Unless there is a 30 point difference in the game then the clock will only stop on injuries.)
2. Each Team will be limited to their regular season playing roster.

3. Seeding for the tournament will be placed by season record.
4. The clock will not start on all delay of game penalties, until the snap of the ball on the resuming play from scrimmage.

5. Play clock will be held by the official and the times are: 30 sec. for both Junior and Senior
6. Coaches will be responsible for their actions as well as the actions of their players, other coaches and parents.  All spectators will need to remain in the bleachers or as far back as the front of bleachers.
7. Any parent, family member or fan that is removed from a game will not be allowed to return until the following day. Any coach or player that is removed from a game will not be allowed to return until one full game is missed.  (i.e.- If a player is removed from a game with 2:00 in the first half that said player will not be allowed to return to the game field until 2:00 of the first half of the next game)

8. Any team that decides to forfeit a game for any reason will be responsible for the referees (3 or 4) and announcer/clock operator fees. If a team decides not to show up for the tournament their association will be responsible for both games that that said team would have played in.
9. All weight limits will be determined by the player’s qualifications for the current year of play. (Example: If a player was restricted due to weight during their official season, then that player is restricted for the tournament). Current season rosters will be the determining paperwork if a player is restricted or not. If a player is restricted then that player’s torso will have to be within a yard of the line of scrimmage at the snap of the ball.
10.  If a player’s qualifications can not be verified then that player will be qualified as a restricted/ stickered player and must play as a restricted/stickered player.
11. No outside food or drinks will be allowed in the gate except for halftime snacks and end of game snacks/drinks for players and coaches only.

12. Gate fees will be $4.00 for ages 12-64 and $2.00 for ages 4-11 and $2.00 ages 65 + and all children 3 and younger will be admitted free. The gate fees are good for each day of play and in and out will be permitted for that day only.
13. North Texas Coaches passes will be used for all coaches that are playing in the tournament.
14. Overtime will be set according to collegiate play rules. The ball will be placed at the 25 yard line and each team will have an opportunity to have the ball and play will continue until there is a clear winner.
