We would like to welcome you to the Oxford Circle Athletic Association. We at O.C.A.A thrive on giving our children a safe environment in which they could have fun learning how play sports, along with teaching the importance of sportsmanship and leadership. In order for us to give our children the best our coaching staff and parents must be on the same page and work together to make this a great experience for our children. 

O.C.A.A has had to adopt a few rules and code of conduct to insure the safety of our children and staff.

1.
Our O.C.A.A staff requires that a parent be present during their child’s practices and games, if a parent cannot be present the parent must have a responsible adult present to care for the child in case of injury. If a child is dropped off at his/her practice and a responsible adult is not with the child, the child may not be allowed to participate in that practice or game.

2.
If a parent or a spectator has an issue with the way the coach is coaching he or she should bring it to the coach after the game or practice, please refrain from making derogatory statements about the coach on the sideline; Please understand that our coaches don’t get paid for what they do and that they too have children, wives, mothers and fathers on the sideline and they don’t need to hear anyone bad mouthing the coach for the job that they do.

3.
If a parent has any questions or concerns about his/her child you can address your questions or concerns to the coach either before or after practice. The coaches will not address any questions during practice, as this will take time away from our children.

4.
As a parent it is your responsibility to control any spectator who accompanies you/or attends any O.C.A.A athletic function, if a spectator violates any of our rules it will be handled as if the parent violated the rule and appropriate measures will be taken.

Please note that violating any of the four rules and five established in our code of conduct will be grounds for an immediate banning of the violator and the removal of the child from the team and of charges being filed with the authorities. 

Note: Rules may be added if situations arise and if the need for additional rule change is warranted.

Any fees paid will not be refunded if a parent, spectator or child is banned for violating our policies.

By signing this you verify that you have read this document and agree to abide by it; You also understand that any violation of these rules will be grounds to have you/spectator dismissed from the playing/practice field and depending on the severity you may be banned from further participation in any O.C.A.A sporting event and have charges file with the proper authorities.

If you choose not to sign this document, it is under the understanding that O.C.A.A will not register your child within our organization.
Code Of Conduct
1. There will be no alcoholic beverages consumed on or near the practice/playing area.

2. Anyone who appears to be intoxicated will not be allowed to stay in the practice/playing area.

3. Parents/Spectators cannot make derogatory comments or use vulgar language towards coaches, league officials, players or other teams spectators.

4. At no time will a parent/spectator threaten or make to feel threatened a coach, league official, player or other teams spectators.

5. At no time is a parent/spectator allowed on the practice or playing field. Only coaches and authorized personnel with valid league identification cards are allowed on the field.
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
