Pearland Oilers Boys Soccer Booster Club

Bylaws

ARTICLE I

The name of this organization is the Pearland Oilers Boys Soccer Booster Club.

ARTICLE II - PURPOSE

Section 1. The objectives of this organization are the following:

a. To provide support to the boys’ soccer program at Pearland High School

b. To promote involvement of the parents and community with PHS boys’ soccer

c. To sponsor programs for the boys’ soccer program at PHS

Section 2. This club is a charitable, non-profit organization.

Section 3. This club shall abide by Pearland Independent School District policies. The business of the booster club shall be subject to the approval of the boys’ soccer varsity coach.

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Membership is available to individuals, families, or businesses that support the purpose and objectives of this club.

Section 2. Dues shall be as follows:



$15 Individual Membership



$25 Family Membership



$50 All-District Membership



$100 All-Region Membership



$250 All-State Membership



$500 Business Membership (reduced to $250/yr for subsequent years)

Section 3. The membership year shall be January 1 – December 31 (calendar year).
Section 4. All members of the boys’ soccer coaching staff of Pearland High School are exempt from payment of dues and shall have all the rights and privileges of individual members.

Section 5. Each family or business membership shall be entitled to two votes. Individual members shall be entitled to one vote. Only members of the Pearland Oilers Boys Soccer Booster Club may vote.

Section 6. A membership may be rejected or revoked by a majority of those present at a regular or special meeting of the club.

ARTICLE IV - OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTION

Section 1. The officers of the club shall be a president, one vice president, a secretary, a treasurer, and a director of concessions.

Section 2. A nominating committee of three members will be formed at the March meeting. Nominees for office will be announced at the April meeting.

Section 3. Officers shall be elected at the April meeting. Nominations from the floor may be made in addition to the slate of officers presented by the nominating committee. Vote may be by a show of hand or ballot.
Section 4. Officers shall take office June 1st. 

Section 5. The offices of president and treasurer may not be filled by close relatives, such as spouses or siblings during the same term.

Section 6. An officer may be removed from office for failure to perform duties, absence from three or more meetings, or in a case fo criminal conduct, by a 2/3 majority vote of the executive board, as defined in Article VI, Section 2. 

ARTICLE V – DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 1. The president shall preside at all meeting of the club and shall supervise the business of the club. The president shall be authorized to sign on the bank account.

Section 2. The vice president shall act as an aide to the president, preside at meetings in the absence of the president, and assume the duties of the president in the event of a vacancy in the office of the president.

Section 3. The secretary shall keep records of the club, including the minutes of all meetings and a membership roster. The secretary shall perform other business as requested by the president.

Section 4. The treasurer shall have custody of the funds of the club. The treasurer shall keep accurate books of account and records, including bank statements, receipts, budgets, invoices, pain receipts, and canceled checks. The treasurer shall submit a financial report at each meeting and an annual report at the May meeting. The treasurer is authorized to sign on the bank account. The signatures of the president, treasurer, or director of concessions shall be required on checks written on the account. Two signatures are required on all checks with the approval of the president.

Section 5. The director of concessions shall have the responsibility for all activities related to operation and maintenance of the concession. The director of concessions shall keep accurate books of account and records, including receipts, invoices, lines of credit, and sales. The directors of concessions shall submit a financial report at each meeting and an annual report at the May meeting. The director of concessions is authorized to sign on the bank account. 
ARTICLE VI – MEETINGS

Section 1. The club shall meet for general meetings on the 3rd  Monday of each month. The president shall determine the agenda. Any member wishing to present business at the meeting must ask the president 24 hours in advance to be added to the agenda.

Section 2. The executive board shall include the officers of the club, committee chairmen (appointed by the officers), and coaches of the PHS boys’ soccer teams. The executive board may meet in advance of each general meeting.

Section 3. The president or a majority of the executive board may call special meeting of the executive board or general membership with a notice of three (3) days.

ARTICLE VII – OWNERSHIP OF EQUIPMENT

All equipment and software purchased by the booster club for the use of the PHS soccer coaches remains the property of the booster club. The coaches are responsible for maintaining this equipment in good working order and for notifying the officers of any problems with these items.

ARTICLE VIII – AMENDMENTS

The bylaws of this club may be amended at any regular or special general meeting by a 2/3 majority vote of members present and voting. Notice of the proposed amendments shall have been given at the previous regular meeting or 30 days prior to the meeting at which the amendment is voted upon.
