Team Moms and Dads (Representatives needed for each team 6-8, 7-9, 8-10, 9-11, 10-12, 11-13) – responsibilities include making phone calls to team members as necessary, bringing ice water on practice days, bringing ice water, Gatorade, snacks and first aid kit on game days, etc. 

Team Fundraising Committee (Representatives needed for each team 6-8, 7-9, 8-10, 9-11, 10-12, 11-13) – responsibilities include distributing fundraising packets, collecting fundraising packets, distributing fundraising product, etc.


Homecoming Committee (Representatives needed for each team 6-8, 7-9, 8-10, 9-11, 10-12, 11-13) – responsibilities include assisting in the planning of homecoming day activities.

Home Field Support  (Representatives needed for each team 6-8, 7-9, 8-10, 9-11, 10-12, 11-13) – responsibilities include setup and breakdown of the field before and after games, operating the chains during games, etc.

Concession Stand (Representatives needed for each team 6-8, 7-9, 8-10, 9-11, 10-12, 11-13) – responsibilities include assisting at the concession stand during home games.  Typically, volunteers assist prior to their player’s game time.  This works well because players must be at the field one hour before game time.  Volunteers can assist during that hour and be free to watch their player in the game.  Since the games usually run back to back, this generally provides good coverage, with the exception of the last game.  In this instance, volunteers can assist after watching their player in the game.  You will find that the players often like to stay to watch their other team members’ game.  We estimate that we will need two or three volunteers for each individual team home game.  With an average of twenty players on a team, and about 5 home games, if each parent volunteers to assist with the concession stand for just one game, we will be in great shape.
