OXFORD BASKETBALL
Zero Tolerance Policy

The Oxford Basketball league has established a “zero tolerance policy” regarding the use of drugs, alcohol, and tobacco while on school property. School property is defined as all areas within the school, the parking lot and within 1,500 feet of the school boundaries. The Board will not tolerate any violations and strictly prohibits them. Violations of this policy will result in immediate removal from the premises if a spectator and indefinite suspension from the league if the individual is a registered player. Suspended players will not be entitled to any registration refund.  

League officials will notify proper authorities, which include local police department, school administrators as well as parents and guardians. It will be the board’s intent to press charges and see that offenders are prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law. 

Additions and revisions to this policy will include conduct of players and spectators before, during and after the game.  Any player who engages in a fight or throws a punch will be immediately suspended for a minimum of one game. The board will review the incident, take statements from players, coaches and referees and provide a ruling on length of suspension. Any repeat offense will result in suspension from the league for the balance of the year and subject the player to a Board Review committee before he/she will be allowed to participate the following year.  Any player who engages in any verbal or physical contact with the referees, score, bookkeepers or league officials will be suspended for a minimum of one game.  Any repeat offense will result in suspension from the league for the balance of the year and subject the player to a Board Review committee before he/she will be allowed to participate the following year. Suspended players will not be entitled to a registration refund.  

Any player who conducts themselves in an abusive or obscene manner towards players, coaches, referees, scorekeepers, spectators or league officials will be suspended for a minimum of one game.  Any repeat offense will result in suspension from the league for the balance of the year and subject the player to a Board Review committee before he/she will be allowed to participate the following year. 

Any Spectator who conducts themselves in an abusive or obscene manner towards players, coaches, referees, scorekeepers, league officials or other spectators will be escorted from the gym and not permitted back. Authorities will be notified if conduct or incident warrants.  

Intentional and malicious vandalism to school property will not be tolerated. Anyone found causing intentional damage to school property or equipment would be held liable and responsible for all repairs.  

Any player found causing or participating in destruction to school property will be immediately and indefinitely suspended from the league. Authorities will be notified and charges pressed. The player will be subject to a Board Review committee before he/she will be allowed to participate in the current or following year. Suspended players will not be entitled to a registration refund.  

Any spectator found causing or participating in destruction to school property will be immediately removed from the facility, proper authorities notified and charges pressed. 

Any player or spectator found causing or participating in destruction and damage to school property in the parking lot, or other areas outside of the school will be held liable and responsible for all repairs.  Property in the parking lot includes vehicles in the parking lot, signs, light fixtures and playground equipment etc. Players will be subject to the same suspension process noted above.  

The Decision of the Board in response to any violations is final. There will be no appeal process.  

The Board reserves the right to amend and update this policy at any time in order to benefit the “best interest of the league, its players, the School and its officials”.
