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Miscellaneous Information for Scout Meetings

GARBAGE

St. Anne Recycles. There are three (3) kinds of garbage cans in PC-4 & Centennial Hall: 

· Black plastic bag is for general garbage.

· Clear plastic bag can is labeled for EMPTY Juicepaks, Glass, Plastic. Pour liquids in sink.

· Clear plastic bag can is labeled for Cardboard & Office Paper (not dirty paper plates).

Den leaders should remind scouts just before snack break to toss garbage & recycling into the appropriate containers. Clean up any garbage you see on the floor or tables. St. Anne’s has only one custodian for 6 buildings. He must dispose of 60 bags of garbage a week in addition to all his other custodial duties. Please help keep our space clean!

FLOORS/TABLES

The floors have a protective coating. Please do not drag heavy tables or anything that could scratch off this coating. Tables that need to be moved should be picked up from both ends and placed in the spot where you want it.

DOOR CLOSED

Please keep the exit door closed at all times. We do not want strangers wandering around the building, possibly endangering our children or stealing/vandalizing equipment and supplies from other rooms.

DOORBELL

We would very much appreciate it if any parent sitting near the doorbell could listen for the buzzer & let people in, especially during the game when Scouts are pretty loud. If you let someone in, please look to be sure the visitor comes up to our floor & does not wander around the other rooms.

REPORT ANYTHING BROKEN

Please report anything that needs to be fixed. We have had problems in the bathroom where the toilet would not stop flushing or we could not shut off the water from the sink. The Parish Center is an old building and things will break from normal wear and tear. If the sink had run all weekend & overflowed, there might have been extensive water damage to the building. It is important to emphasize that the boys will not be blamed for reporting such things.

STAY IN BUILDING & AREA

Scouts are not allowed to leave the building unless accompanied by a parent or responsible adult. Also, everyone at the meeting should stay in our assigned area of the building.
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
