PineWood Derby Rules

Only the official BSA PineWood Derby car kit (provided by the Pack) is allowed. No wheel modifications or axle location modifications (suggested on web-sites) are allowed.

The rules provided in the above kit must be adhered too.  No additions or substitutions are allowed.   Warning:  There are countless web-sites and friends at work urging countless different adaptations of race vehicles.  Keep in mind that Pack 502’s rules apply regardless of what web-sites suggest or what other Packs accept or allow.   

Cars can’t exceed maximum weight of 5 oz on scale used by Racemaster at weigh-in.  

Racemaster has final say regarding the way cars are constructed.

Please do not number your car when building the car.  Numbers will be assigned at the official weigh-in.

Participating boys will be divided into groups of 6 to 8 boys.  Each set of boys will race 3 times (heats).  We reserve the right to adjust the number of boys per flight depending on the turnout at mandatory weigh-in.


The groups will be set up by den levels after the mandatory weigh-in is completed with boys racing boys close to their own age.
Car must be left with Pack Leadership at official weigh-in and stored in the “Parking Garage” between races on race night.  A special table will be designated “Repair Garage” should a boy need to make a minor repair between races.

The boys will change lanes for each heat.  They will be assigned to run all even lanes or all odd lanes during their flight.  Example...  Johnny is assigned to run in lane 2 for the first heat in his flight, he will then run in lane 4 for the second heat and lane 6 for his third heat.

There will be two winners, first and second place, for each group.  The winners will be determined by getting the best times and the top two winners (lowest time) will be presented trophies.  All boys will receive a participation patch during the flight trophy presentation which will be followed by an opportunity for photographs.

When all groups have been completed there will be a 'race off' for the overall winners. The boys that have won in the Pack will run one race.  Lanes will be chosen by the boys with the boy who has the fastest time choosing first on down.  The top 3 finishers will win 1st Place, 2nd Place and 3rd Place trophies.
Boy Seating- Parents need to monitor their son’s behavior all evening.  No horseplay will be tolerated.  The areas directly outside of the racing pennants are reserved for the boys to watch the races.  Parents are asked to stand behind the boys.  

Positive Behavior- Pack races are a highlight of the Cub Scout year.  We want to make sure it is a positive experience for all the boys.  Every boy that prepared a car is a winner.  Please talk with your son in advance and share the realities of cars crashing, wheels falling off and other potential mishaps.  Take the time to discuss how they can deal with feeling sad in this huge group setting. Remind your son that true winners don't gloat.  Please keep your sideline coaching positive and upbeat and cheer on all the boys of Pack 502.  We're looking forward to a great evening of family fun!!
