Pack 502 
Raingutter Regatta Rules
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Follow directions in the Regatta kit.  No extras.  Warning:  There are countless web-sites and friends at work urging countless different adaptations of race vehicles.  Keep in mind that Pack 502’s rules apply regardless of what web-sites suggest or what other Packs accept or allow.   

No sail modifications except those described as a hint in the kit.  Sail can be decorated, however.  We highly recommend gluing the sail to the mast so they don’t twirl when the boy blows on the sail.

Please don’t number your boat in advance.   Boats will be numbered by the Racemaster for easy identification.

 
Boys power boat through blowing on sails through straw.  Straws will be provided.
Boys will have one hand on straw and one hand in their pocket.  Adult lane monitors will right sunken or tipped boats and time race.   Boys cannot touch boat.

  
The first boat to the opposite end of the gutter will win the heat.
Racemaster has final say regarding the way boats are constructed.

Boat Stands-It is recommended that each boy have a simple stand that supports their boat to protect the sail from damage.

Race Order- Pack 502 has 4 mounted eaves troughs which are set up on saw horses.  Boys will each race three times.  Order of racing will be randomly determined prior to race night with boys racing against boys close to the same age.   
Trophies- Each flight will have a 1st, and 2nd place winner. The winners will be determined by averaging the 3 run times and the top two winners (lowest time) will be presented trophies.  We will also have three overall Pack winners-1st, 2nd, and 3rd places.   Trophies will be presented at the conclusion of each flight in the photograph area. We ask parents to assist their son in going straight to the photograph area and lining up for a group photo.  Boys being photographed should have on their shirts tucked in and hats on straight, etc.   

Racing Docks-The boys are not allowed to handle their boats between races.  The boats are parked in the Racing Docks (near the starting line) between races and monitored by a race official.

   

Repair Marina- A special table near the starting line will be designated where a boy can do minor repairs to his boat. A race official will be manning the marina to support their efforts.  

Boy Seating- Parents are to monitor their son’s behavior all evening.  No horseplay will be tolerated.  The areas directly outside of the racing pennants are reserved for the boys to watch the races.  Parents are asked to stand behind the boys.  
Positive Behavior- Pack races are a highlight of the Cub Scout year.  We want to make sure it is a positive experience for all the boys.  Every boy that prepared a boat is a winner.  Please talk with your son in advance and share the realities of boats sinking, sails getting bent, and other potential mishaps.  Take the time to discuss how they can deal with feeling sad in this huge group setting. Remind your son that true winners don't gloat.  Please keep your sideline coaching positive and upbeat and cheer on all the boys of Pack 502.  We're looking forward to a great evening of family fun!!
