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The following is a recap of the uniform that is expected for umpires working all tournament games: 

 

1. Standard blue mesh umpire’s shirt with Little League patch on left arm. 

         2. Heather Gray Pants (NO SHORTS). 

3. Black Shoes. 

          4. Black Socks. 

           5. Navy Blue T-Shirt. 

          6. District 29 Hat.  

 

Each team is expected to provide 2 umpires whether they are home or away. Plate meetings will begin 10-15 

minutes prior to the scheduled start of the game so umpires should arrive 30 minutes prior to the scheduled start 

of the game. The Tournament Director will determine assignments as follows: 

  

Situation A)  All 4 Umpires are on time & in full uniform; positions will be determined by coin toss.  

       (One league will get the plate & 2
nd

 and the other will get 1
st
 & 3

rd
). 

 

Situation B) At least 1 Umpire from each league are on time & in full uniform; plate and 1
st
 base position will 

be determined by coin toss. Remaining umpires will take 2
nd

 or 3
rd

 respectively. 

 

Situation C)  Umpires which are in full uniform, as determined by the Tournament Director, will be   

  assigned the plate over Umpires not in full uniform and no coin toss will take place. 

 

Situation D)  Umpires arriving less than 20 minutes prior to scheduled start time will be assigned position  

  as determined by the Tournament Director. 

  

The Tournament Director will have the final decision regarding umpire assignments. 
 

Teams will be required to provide umpires up to and including the North and/or South championship games.  

The district staff will assign Umpires for district championship games only.
