“No Tolerance Policy”
Regarding Ejections, Suspensions and Terminations 

Any player, parent, coach, or fan arguing with an Umpire and/or Peotone Baseball Board Member may be cause for ejection.  The ejection of the individual(s) will be at the sole discretion of the umpire and/or Peotone Baseball Board Member.  The ejection of the individual will be for the game in question plus one additional game.  If the individual ejected refuses to leave the ballpark (entire complex), the Peotone Police will be called to escort the individual off of the premises.  Any lengthy delay may result in the forfeiture of the game which will be at the discretion of the Umpire and/or Peotone Baseball Board Member.  Any individual ejected more than once in a season, will be suspended from attending Peotone Baseball games (both home and away games) for the remainder of the season in which the second ejection took place and for the following season.  The length of the suspension will be at the sole discretion of the Peotone Baseball Board.
Use of profanity or abusive language by anyone (including children) towards an umpire or any other Peotone Baseball Official (including coaches) will be cause for suspension from all games for the remainder of the season and possibly the following season.  The length of the suspension will be at the sole discretion of the Peotone Baseball Board.
Physical abuse (fighting) by anyone (including children) towards any other individual (including children) will be cause for permanent suspension from Peotone Baseball.  If any deliberate physical violence and/or aggression by one individual on another (including children), the Peotone Police will be called.  The length of the suspension will be at the sole discretion of the Peotone Baseball Board.
An ejection at a non-Peotone Baseball complex will lead to possible suspension per the terms of Peotone Baseball’s policy noted above and at the discretion of the Peotone Baseball Board of Directors.

All Umpires, Peotone Baseball Board Members and Coaches involved in an ejection must complete an incident report outlining reasons and/or circumstances for the ejection at their earliest convenience.   Completed incident reports should be turned into a Peotone Baseball Board Member.
Peotone Baseball Board members will review all incident reports.  Grounds for appeal by any ejected or suspended individual(s) will be at the sole discretion of the Peotone Baseball Board Members.
This “No Tolerance Policy” must be signed and submitted by the participant parent/guardian at the time of registration (including coaches and Board Members).  
I, the parent and/or guardian of ___________________________ do hereby certify that I have read and that I and the rest of my family (spouses, partners and children) agree to abide by the Peotone Baseball “No Tolerance Policy” noted above.  In doing so, I further agree that all disciplinary actions (ejections, suspension, terminations from the Baseball Program) are at the sole discretion of the Peotone Baseball Board.  I also understand that any Peotone Baseball Board decisions regarding the policies noted above are final.
