BY LAWS 10.05.08:  Coaches, Assistant Coaches, Draft

9-10 divisions and NEW Teams/NEW Coaches. Coaches, you only can have your son/daughter ( and age specific siblings ) and your assistant coach's son/daughter ( and age specific siblings ) guaranteed on your team. So, if you're a new coach or a coach moving up from the 7-8 division, you typically will start with 2 players and draft the rest of the team (teams may be 8 - 9 or 10 players - league descretion). You may trade for players after the draft night (that night only) to try to fill out your team for the various reasons you might have. 
Once you have established an UPPER division (9-14) team ( it doesn't matter the age division ) those players can stay with your team as long as they are the correct age OR if they are one year younger when your team moves up a division you can move that player with your team if you and the parents/player agree to that move.

Assistant Coaches ( ONLY ONE (1)PER TEAM ) ( upper division ) must be nominated onto a team PRIOR to tryout night. You can not add an assistant coach after the tryouts unless that assistant coach is NOT placing a player on that team.
Assistant coaches must go through the same coaches training and be certified through KSN ( basketball ). Teams may not have coaches on the sidelines during games that have not been certified. If the HEAD coach of a particular team decides NOT to coach the following year then the certified ASSISTANT Coach from that team may take those players without drafting them.
DRAFT Rules and Structure – 

Players – all players in the Competitive Divisions (9-14) that are not currently part of a competitive team that is staying together or moving up will need to go through tryouts and be drafted.  Players that are not satisfied with their current competitive team may opt to tryout and be placed in the draft.

Tryouts – Tryouts are held for the coaches benefit to view and evaluate players they could potentially draft.  ALL PLAYERS make a team.  Tryout format is usually very simple with players shooting a couple of layups, doing some dribbling and shooting jump shots.  This should be a very low pressure environment for the players. A player that needs to be drafted but doesn’t show up for tryouts will be a HAT PICK at the draft.  HAT PICKS are blindly drawn in any round.
Draft – The league will decide how many players will be placed on a team.  Typically 8-10 players per team.  This number is sometimes determined by the numbers of players, the number of coaches, or gym space available.  

a. Lottery – if you are a NEW team to the league or the division your team will be placed in a Lottery for the first picks in the draft.

b. Trades – TRADES can be made and must be finalized at draft night. You may not as a coach TRADE or GIVE AWAY a player that has not requested a new team.

c. All teams that need at least one player WILL GET A FIRST ROUND PICK.  All teams that need  one or two draft picks will get a 1st & 4th round draft pick.  Coaches kids are determined to be the 2nd & 3rd round picks.  Example: if you are an existing team in your division and you need to draft 3 players (to make a complete team of 8) because you have 5 returning players and two of them are Coaches kids then - you Draft behind the lottery picks in the 1st round, then you draft in the 4th round, then you draft in the last or 8th round.  D=draft, C=coaches kid, R=returners….this is how it would look for this team:        D, C, C, D, R, R, R, D
d. Order of draft is a SERPENTINE structured draft.  Example for the team mentioned in “b.” above, this draft would assume 6 teams, with 8 players per team and this example team drew to be the number “4” team to draft behind 3 NEW lottery teams:
