NOTES

· ROSTERS - All coaches should email their roster as soon as possible to be included in the program. Deadline to be included in the program is Friday June 15, 2007. Please include player contact information for college coaches and scouts.

· Refreshments – concessions stands will be in service at all three parks. There will be no coolers allowed in the parks.

· Admission policy – all players in uniform will be admitted free of charge. Each team is allowed three coaches also to be admitted free of charge. Admission prices are as follows:

· Adult all day ticket - $5.00 per day
· All children 12 and under are admitted free of charge
· All tournament tickets will NOT be available. 
· Baseballs – 3 new baseballs will be provided for each game. Teams are expected to help with foul balls on their side. Please have additional baseballs available should the need arise.

DIRECTIONS to the Parks (all directions are off of I-55)

· Lanphier Park – take 1-55 exit 100 B (Sangamon Ave.). At first light (Dirksen Parkway), turn left and go over train overpass. At first light (Ridge Ave, N. Grand East), turn right and continue west on N. Grand East for 16 blocks. Lanphier Park is located at 15th and N. Grand Ave. East. 
· Chamberlain Park – take I-55 exit 98B (Clear Lake ave.). Continue west on Clear Lake Ave. through 2 stop lights, then turn left on McCreery Ave. McCreery Ave. is just before you get to the railroad overpass. Go two blocks south on McCreery Ave. and the park is on your right.
· Eisenhower Park (Southeast H. S. field) – take I-55 exit 96B (South Grand Ave.). At first light (Dirksen Parkway), turn left and go south to 2nd stop light (Ash Street; DOT building will be on your left). Turn right on Ash street (west) to the first stop light (Taylor Ave.) Turn left on Taylor Ave. (Southeast H.S. will be on the corner) to the first street after the school (Cornell St.). Turn right on Cornell St. and Eisenhower Park is to your left.

Tournament Rules

1st Annual – Capital City Classic – 18 and under division

June 22 – 24, 2007 – Springfield , Ill.

· Player Eligibility – the birthdate of reference for this tournament is January 1, 2007. No player can be 19 year of age before 1/1/07 to be eligible to play in the Capital City Classic. All coaches are asked to bring proof of age to the tournament, in case a question on eligibility is brought to the tournament directors attention. Birth certificates or driver’s license are acceptable verification

· Tournament rules are Major League Baseball – National League unless discussed below.

· Please note the following changes:

· National High School re-entry rule will be used

· DH will be allowed for the pitcher ONLY

· Slide rule:

· Player must slide directly into the base on force plays

· Player must try to avoid excessive contact. A player charged with using flagrant contact will be barred from the tournament for one game minimum, and could be barred for the remainder of the tournament. 

· Intentional walk is automatic.

· Courtesy runners are encouraged for all catchers as soon as they reach base. Courtesy runners for pitchers can also be used. Players used as a courtesy runner can not be active in the game at that time. An individual player can only be used as a courtesy runner once per inning. 

· All games will be 7 innings, with tie games being played to completion. A 2 hour time limit will be used on Friday and Saturday games (no inning may start after 2 hours have elapsed from the game start time). Sunday games will be played to completion.

· Run rules:  15 runs after 4 innings; 10 runs after 5 innings; 8 runs after 6 innings.

· A coin flip between managers will take place 45 minutes prior to game time to determine home team. The home team should occupy the 3rd base dugout, visitors on the first base side, unless a team is playing two games in succession.
· Any players, coaches, or spectators ejected from a game must immediately leave the park. Two ejections for any player or coach disqualifies that individual from the tournament.

· The tournament director reserves the right to alter schedules and fields as needed due to weather or other interruptions.

· Pool Tie Breakers:

1. Head to Head

2. Fewest Runs allowed

3. Run differential  in all games (10 run maximum)

4. Run differential in losses (least is best; again 10 run max)

5. Coin flip
