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CODE OF CONDUCT

Dunfermline Reign is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the well-being of all its members. The club believes that it is important that players, coaches, officials, and parents associated with the club should, at all times, show respect and understanding for the safety and welfare of others. Therefore, all those associated with Dunfermline Reign should comply by this Code of Conduct. 

Players

· Must abide by the rules and the spirit of the game.

· Must accept the decisions of the coaches and referees without question or compliant.

· Control your temper. Verbal abuse of officials or other players, deliberately distracting or provoking an opponent is not acceptable or permitted in basketball.

· Must never consider cheating and, in particular, must not attempt to improve their individual performance by the use of drugs.

· Be a good sport. Acknowledge all good plays whether they are from your team or the other team.

· Must learn to accept success and failure, victory and defeat, with good grace and magnanimity, and without excessive emotional displays.

· Must treat their opponents and teammates with due respect, both on and off the court.

· Play for the “fun of it” and not just to please parents and coaches.
Coaches

· Must lead by example at all times.

· Must insist that players understand and abide by the principles of good sportsmanship.

· Must never countenance the use of drugs by players.

· Remember that children play for fun and enjoyment and that winning is only part of their motivation. Never ridicule children for making mistakes or losing a game.

· Ensure that equipment and facilities meet safety standards and are appropriate to the age and ability of the players.

· Must never employ methods or practices that could involve risks, however slight, to the long term health or physical development of their players.

· Must not attempt to manipulate the rules in order to take advantage of their players or their opponents.

· Be aware of the role of the coach as an educator. As well as imparting knowledge and skills, promote desirable personal and social behaviors.

· Involve the players in decisions that affect them.

· Ensure any physical contact with players is appropriate to the situation and necessary for the player’s skill development. Avoid situations with your players that could be construed as compromising.

Officials

· Must respect the regulations and authority of basketballscotland and its member organisations, and not attempt to avoid or circumvent these regulations.

· Must recognise the special role that they have to play in the establishment of standards by setting a good example of sportsmanship at all times.

· Must respect the rights of other clubs and not deliberately act in a manner intended to be to the detriment of any other club.

· Must respect the rights of players, coaches and officials, and not exploit nor deliberately act in a manner intended to be to the detriment of them.

· Must not endeavor to influence the result of a match by any action not strictly within the rules and regulations, or within the fundamental precepts of fair play.

Parents / Supporters

· Must respect the rights, dignity and worth of others.
· Must focus on playing the game, reducing the emphasis on winning.
· Must help your child to recognise good performance, not just results. Applaud good play by all teams.
· Must encourage your child to learn the rules and play within them.
· Must accept decisions of all coaches and referees as being fair and called to the best of their ability. Do not raise issues of disagreement publicly.

· Must support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse from sporting activities and avoid use of derogatory language based on gender, race or impairment.
