2009 SENIOR BASEBALL GUIDELINES

WEATHER:  Any sign of lightning or sound of thunder there is an automatic twenty-minute waiting period.  If a second sign of lightning appears or thunder is heard a new twenty-minute count starts at that time.  No exceptions.

NYS HIGH SCHOOL RULES EXCEPT FOR THE FOLLOWING:

--No metal cleats allowed

--Seven run maximum scored per inning except seventh inning.

--Offensive lineup will include each player.

--Every player will play at least six outs on defense.

--Game will be seven innings with a limit of 2.5 hours per game.  Last game may go longer if field is available.

--Fifteen run mercy rule after six innings of play.

--Pitcher may not reenter game as a pitcher.

--Pitcher may pitch seven innings per week.  Week starts on Sunday and ends on Saturday.  Teams having three games per week, their pitchers may pitch nine innings that week.
