RPGSA Board Meeting Minutes

Board members in attendance were Eric Meuse, Nancy Morton, Michele Espinosa, Chrissy McMains, Bob Dodson, Patty Brown Baumunk, Louise Hecker, and Terri Christianson.  Guests attending the meeting were Mark Kelly and Bob Baumunk.


Nancy Morton reported on the Fireworks Booth Fundraiser which will be June 28-July 4.  We have $10.00 pre-sale coupons available.  The location of the fireworks booth will be at Burger King across from Home Depot.  The booth will be open 12 p.m. to 9 p.m. the first four days and 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. the last 4 days.


The minutes were accepted and approved from the April Board Meeting by all members present.


Tina Sikes representing Moon Valley Studios from Glen Ellen, P.O. Box 2042, zip 95442 and phone # 938-5424 asked to be considered for the pictures for the 2007 season and will make a presentation at a later board meeting (Sept.).


Patty Brown-Baumunk spoke on the All Star Tournament to be held June 10-11 for 10’s, 12’s, and 14’s.  They want a true All Star team and not a Rebel Team.  The 14All Star teams will be made up of 6 members from each of the two Major teams that are currently playing RPGSA Inter-County league play.  The league will pay the $250.00 entry fee for the tournament for all of the teams.  Dave Garcia will coach the U14 team.  The selection process will be that each coach and assistant coach from each team will vote in the Minor division for U12’s and the Rookie division for U10’s.  Three Coaches will be selected for each team.  E-mail will be sent to the coaches from the VP of the division on this issue.  Bob Baumunk and Dave Garcia from the Majors will announce their All Star team on May 17th.  Eric Meuse will contact Chris Hall for the Minor division with the information to be sent to the coaches for the votes on the All Star team for this tournament.  The votes will be sent to the VP of each division by phone.  Bob Dodson VP of the Rookies will be responsible for his division.  Chris Hall will e-mail the coach selection to the board by May 9.   The U12’s will have 2 per team in the league plus 3 for 13 players for this tournament.  Votes for the All Star team players by the coaches need to be in by Mon., May 15.   The All Star coaches and VP’s will fill the roster for the All Star tournament for June 10-11.  Each coach will have 3 votes.


Scott LaFrancois, treasurer, presented the expense report and balances of the accounts.  The Recreation account is $18,296.97 and the Rebels account is $9,204.58.  The total balance of RPGSA and Rebels is $27, 501.55.


Scott LaFrancois found previous year’s State income tax filings but could not find any federal tax information and the non-profit ID number that he was given was not a current valid tax I.D.  We may need to get a new tax I.D. and Scott has said this would be no problem.


Rebels issues discussed by Louise Hecker, Tournament Director, our tournament in July is a big fundraiser for the Rebels.  Uniforms could be distributed to girls that need and do not want to purchase the uniform with a deposit.  Rebel registration fees should cover cost of tournaments.  Rebel subcommittee will be formed to continue to discuss the Rebel issues and present them to the board.  Mark Kelly requested Scott LaFrancois to keep track of expenses and money breakdown by team, U10, U12, U14, U16 A and B.  We have restricted field use for our B tournament scheduled for July 23,24 on S and M fields.  Louise Hecker is looking into the possible use of Prince Park in Petaluma, Elsie Allen fields in Santa Rosa, and SSU fields.  We would have to cover the rental fee of the fields for the tournament and would need the fields on Sun.  Mark Kelly also presented a letter requesting Kirsten Lambertson to play up on the 16A Rebel team and the board approved this.


The Playoff schedule for league was discussed as to a single or double elimination bracketing.  The playoff was voted on as a double elimination with seeding.

Bob Dodson discussed Rookie time of games or # innings.  No new inning can be started after 1 hr. 10 min. and a total of 7 innings.  Eric Meuse will check field availability and set up the playoff schedule.


Bob Baumunk brought to the attention of the board that the bats that were provided by the league did not have the ASA stamp and could not be used by the Majors.  New bats need to be purchased that have the ASA stamp and Lisa Leighty will take care of this.


Year-end Picnic was discussed and we will have all the teams at E-park for the picnic on Sun. May 21st.  The All Star teams from the Rookies, Minors, and Majors will play at the picnic.  The picnic will start at 12 p.m. with the games following at 1 p.m., 2 p.m. and 3 p.m.  The BBQ will be hot dog, chips, and a soda.  The league players will be free and family and friends will pay $3.00 for the BBQ.  Louise Hecker has volunteered to be in charge of the picnic and will need volunteers for set up, BBQ, and clean up.  Each team should have 2 volunteers for the picnic.


Lisa Leighty is ordering the trophies: T-ball and Midgets each player receives a trophy.  The top 2 teams in the Rookies and Minors division receive trophies.  The 4 All Star players from each team will receive All Star medallions.  A M.V.P and a M.I.P. (Most Inspirational or Most Improved Player) from each team receive a trophy.  Majors would like to do a Best Defensive and Offensive player.  There is also a Nicole Mattson trophy for a Major player.


Chrissie McMains has the lock boxes fixed and returned to H and E-park.  The keys will be given to Dennis Holmberg and Eric Meuse.  During the Rebels Clinic that was held on Sun., April 30, the pitching machine was plugged inside the snack bar so the door was unlocked and the cash box was stolen.  This problem has been resolved by removing the cash box.  Also a growing problem is rats getting into the snack bar.  Placing everything in plastic containers and placing it in the coolers have resolved this.
