RVL Home Run Derby Competition

Selected Rules

1. $30 entry fee per person.

2. A player can choose to hit with either an aluminum or wood/composite bat

3. Each RVL team represented must provide a pitcher, catcher, and a dozen new baseballs. Leftovers will be put into play for the tournament the
following day.

4. The Derby will consist of 3 rounds. The first round a batter will have 15
outs. An out is considered a ball that does not clear the fence in fair
territory. Foul balls and missed pitches are considered an out.  The second round will consist of 10 outs with the same rules. Round 3 will be the final (Championship) round. There will be 10 outs in the 3rd round as well.

5. In the 1st round, contestants will be ranked by total numbers of home runs hit.  The top 10 finishers will advance to the 2nd round.  If the event of a tie
for the 10th spot, the players will have a 5 out “swing off”, the person with the
most home runs after the “swing off advances”.  If no one hits a home run after 5
outs, no one advances. If there is still a tie after the 5 out swing off, there
will be a 3 out swing off with the same previous rules applying. If there is
still a tie after this, then the players who are tied advance to the next round.

6. The top 3 from the Second round advance to the Final round (Championship).
This round will consist of a player getting 10 outs. With the previous rules
applying. If all 3 players are tied after the first 10 outs, then all 3 players
will have another 5 outs round. The 5 out round will continue until a 1st place
winner is announced. If there is a tie for 2nd and 3rd place the 2 players will
have a 3 out round until there is a 2nd place winner.
