Selma Athletic League

Coaches Guidelines & Requirements

General

1. The approval of all coaches will be made by the SAL Board.  Decisions will be based on previous league participation, prior coaching experience, and previous unsportsmanlike conduct as a coach or spectator, and coaches’ application.

2. Coaches are responsible to attend all coaches meetings and league activities, or have a representative attend.  Also, attendance to coaching clinics is required.

3. Each head coach must fill out a background check form.

4. Coaches must maintain a cooperative relationship with the SAL Board, other coaches and league officials.

5. Knowledge of league By-Laws & Rules is the coaches’ responsibility.

6. All coaches & assistant coaches will be drug, tobacco, & alcohol free during games & practices.

7. Coaches will assume responsibility for all equipment given to their team and the return of the equipment.

During Season

1. Coaches must attend the draft.

2. Coaches must attend all clinics unless prior arrangements for a substitute have been made.  It is the coaches’ responsibility to ensure substitute attends.

3. Coaches will select a team parent to assist in getting volunteers for league events.

4. Coaches shall have a team meeting with parents prior to first game.

5. Coaches are required to attend Opening Day events, Field Day, & assist in team introductions and trophy presentation.  And making arrangements for trophies to be given to players unable to attend.

6. Any other items the SAL Board finds necessary.

7. Coaches will be held responsible for assistant coaches & parent helpers’ conducts.

8. Only the head coach or the assistant in charge can address the umpire during a game.

9. Coaches are responsible for cleaning out the dugout after the game.

Disciplinary Actions for Coaches

Coaches will receive a warning for the following:

1. Unsportsmanlike conduct

2. Negative conduct by a coach

3. Infraction of any guidelines or league rules
The SAL Board will review the warning and a league official will give a written warning to a coach of the inappropriate conduct.

Coaches will receive a one game suspension for the following:

1. Any coach receiving a 2nd warning

2. Any ejection from a game by an umpire of league official. 

Any coach ejected from a game must leave the premises utilized by the SAL.  They may not return until re-instated by the board.  A coach must request a meeting, in writing, with the board to be reinstated.  Following the written request, the meeting will take place within 24 hours.  All available board members will be present.

The board will review the warnings or ejection and issue the one game suspension.

Suspension from league

1. Any coach receiving a second game suspension

2. Any verbal or physical abuse of a player, parent or member of the league, including umpires.

The SAL Board will review the infraction and issue the suspension of the coach. .Coaches may meet with the SAL Board concerning reinstatement for the following year.
