NAME

SECTION 1.1     NAME

                      This organization shall be known as the Selma Athletic League (SAL)

ARTICLE II

PURPOSES

SECTION 2.2     PURPOSES

The purpose of this organization is to provide financial and physical support                                      

 for a recreational league for youth to play ball.

  It will consist of the following leagues:
Pee-wee- for boys and girls that are Pre-K and must be 4 on Jan 1 of current year.

T-Ball- for boys and girls that are enrolled in Kindergarten the current school year.

Boys Intermediate-baseball-   for boys in grades one and two, this league will use the pitching machine.

Minor- baseball for boys grades three and four  

Major- baseball for boys grades five,six, and seven

Girls Intermediate- softball for girls grades one, and two this league will use the pitching machine.

Rookie Girls- softball for girls grade three, four and five. First 3 innings will be pitching machine and last 3 innings will pitch from 35 feet.

Junior- softball for girls grades six, seven and eight.

Senior- softball for girls grades nine through twelve.

All-stars/Tri-county-  The League will provide teams to compete in all-star tournaments/tri-county league equally for boys and girls in each age division. Anyone who is registered to play in the Selma Athletic League will be able to participate or try-out for the all-star/ tri-county teams.                                                       

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 3.1      MEMBERSHIP

A member is any person who agrees to support and promote the goals of the                league. Also must have had a child play in the league the previous year.

SECTION 3.2     VOTING

Members who meet the requirement above in 3.1 will be eligible to nominate and vote on new board members. 

SECTION 3.3     BOARD MEMBERS

The total of board members including officers shall not exceed nine.

Qualifications, the only qualification to become a board member is you must have had a child play in the league the previous year or been associated with the league in some manner.

Board members are expected to attend regularly scheduled meetings and volunteer their time to support the operation of the league. Board members will be elected to serve 3 year terms. Unless they resign or it is determined by the board they no longer are making their commitment to the board.

SECTION 3.4     OFFICIERS

Will consist of the President, Vice President, and Secretary/Treasurer. These positions will be elected from the board members.  To hold one of these positions you must be on the board for at least one season prior to being nominated. These positions will serve 3 year terms.(Exception: When all previous board members resign and no one is left on the previous years board, officers will be elected from previous years members described in Section 3.1)

SECTION 3.5     TREASURER

Anyone who is elected to serve as the SAL Treasurer will be required to submit information to the League for a background check.  

ARTICLE IV

MEETING OF MEMBERS 

SECTION 4.1     ANNUAL MEETING

An annual meeting of the members will be held in January of the new season, for the purpose of discussing the status of the league and filling any open board positions that the term is up or someone has resigned. If the current board feels they are not enough members present to elect new board members, nominations will be taken and another meeting scheduled to take a vote.  Any business or concerns from the members may be brought up at the meeting, all business discussed will be recorded for the board to discuss.

ARTICLE V

GOVERANCE

SECTION 5.1    GOVERANCE

A. The following officers shall govern this organization of the Selma Athletic League: President, Vice President, Secretary/ Treasurer and additional board members not to exceed 6. Total members including officers shall not exceed nine.

B.  The steering committee shall consist of the board of directors listed above in (A).  If the committee contains an odd number of members, the vote will be of a simple majority vote of the members present.  Upon the aforementioned number being even, the President will only vote to break a tie of the members present.
C.  The steering committee shall have sole authority to bar any coach or player from further participation due to un-sportsmanlike conduct or activities, or action unbecoming a coach or player.

D.  No Selma Athletic League rule may be changed without holding a meeting for members to voice their opinion, then a meeting with all current board members present must be held to vote on the proposed change.  The rule can only be changed with a unanimous vote by current board members.
