Treasurer’s Report:
Still behind last year.  Expenses:  Equipment/Jerseys and repairs

Utilities are down and administrative fees are in line.

Still working on getting sponsor and ad board fees turned in.  Doug is working with Paula Lindquist and is hoping to get them all in next month – about $12,000 outstanding.  We need to address what fiscal year we are going to go with for the ad boards.

Still behind in fund raising.  We have 69 boxes of candy left.

The donut machine was successfully returned, we got $575 back, and we had to pay a 20% restocking fee.

Add to Agenda for off-season – Redo soda contract.

Jamie Hanson made a motioned to approve the treasurer’s report with a second from Joe Walters.  All approved, motion carried.

ASSOCIATION BUSINESS:
New Boards and Glass – Doug looking at used boards and glass for sale.  Jeremy is going to talk to NHL to see if we can get boards (used) from them, similar to what Monroe did.

The Sled Hockey game went well.  They were appreciative of the ice and game.  We should consider doing again next year.  Raised $170 from donations with chuck-a-puck and another $25 from cash donations.  Doug will cut a check and send to them.

Ice Sales – Maria sent out a bill to WAHA for play-offs.  Learn to skate is fully paid.  The high school still owes us money – Maria will follow-up.

Coaching – Jamie had nothing new to report.  In the next month or 2 he will be finding out who will be coming back to coach again next season.  He is planning a coaching committee meeting after the season is over.

Fundraising – Mike G. – there are still 69 boxes of candy left.  Mike is going to contact team reps to distribute to families.  Mike is thinking of putting boxes as local merchants to sell.  Next year we should get a count before hand or have sign-up for boxes at registration so we don’t end up with so many left over.  If we don’t get rid of all the boxes, there is a possibility that we could sell each box for $25 just to get rid of them.

Tournaments – Becky Walters – Mite 3B tournament – has about 5 shifts open, otherwise looks pretty good for the State Tournament this weekend.

Region 4 Meeting – Joe – DCHOA is having a tough time with the State looking at Referees as employees.
Problems with off-ice officials and how they are acting – they are supposed to be impartial.  If there is a problem in a rink and someone is ejected, the person is required to write an apology before DCHOA will schedule refs at the rink.

Concessions – Heidi – she is letting the inventory run down (end of year).  She said they are ready for the state tournament.

2008/2009 Team Outlook.  Waunakee wants to co-op with us for next year for a Midget program.  Jeremy will keep in contact with them on this.

Need to ask the coaches to find out which kids are planning on coming back next year.

Talk with the High School coach to find out about Midget team possibilities for next year.

Fall Hockey Camp – Jamie is looking at the possibility of putting the ice in earlier this fall – beginning of September (instead of October) to do a camp for a week period – 3 hours a night for the older kids and 2 hours for younger, High School, Bantam, Pee Wee, Squirt and Mites.  Charge $300.  Jamie will work out costs with Doug and put together a proposal.

Jeremy made a suggestion to possibly having open hockey free from 3:30 – 5:00 during the month of September to get kids interested.

Wisconsin Jr. League is looking for places to have ice.  Good opportunity for our rink for making money.  Jeremy is getting information on this.  I would be for the 2009/2010 hockey season.

Registration – Meg – There are still a few people that need to pay.

Ice Out – Ice comes out the weekend of March 15.  Just a reminder they need to be careful with the Logos.

Resignation – Mike Gesicki has submitted his resignation with an effective date of April 1, 2008.
