7. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
As read by E Agnew.

8. FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

Current Account R23 342, 32 Day Account R36 066 = R59 409. A loss of R4  239.  B McBay comments that we shouldn’t be too concern with the loss if taken into consideration the expenditure on the pub.  

E Agnew mentioned that some junior kit desperately needs replacing which cannot happen due to the loss. B McBay replies that the club finances are still very healthy and that we should go ahead and replace kit when needed. 

G Randall suggests a minimum end of season figure be set and suggests R50 000. Others agree. 

G Moore feels we should start raising funds for the 125th anniversary in 2007. 

B McBay mentioned that 6 Savages members did not pay Collegians fees and will be listed as defaulters.

Raymond asks why soccer who only uses the facilities for part of year has to pay full Collegians fees. E. Agnew replies that it is decided by Collegians and therefore not something we have control over.

K Naidoo comments that he would like to see a more detailed report at future AGM’s E Agnew answers that he is going to draw up a procedure and that the possibility of a monthly financial report is being looked at.

                    committee can co-op her onto the committee if needed.

E Agnew replies that he 

         did it for the love of the club, being the oldest soccer club in SA.
