7. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
As read by G Visick.

8. FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

Current Account R35 427,  32 Day Account R17 397 = R52 825. Plus / minus R4 000 still outstanding from Collegians for chairing of bar profit at ladies and men’s nights. 

R Bowen request E Agnew to enquire from B Edwards regarding outstanding amount. E Agnew replied that they are in the process of checking on it.

 R Mollentze asks why was there a loss in funds compared to last year. G Moore explained that the upgrade of the lights was costly and that the ladies and men’s nights were not successful as hoped. 

R Mollentze asked why the ladies and men’s nights were not successful and G Moore explained that some of the ticket sellers did not sell their tickets as expected.

Both nominees declined and the Chairman   suggested the committee fill the position when a suitable candidate comes forward. 

   Senior Coordinator: R Bowen nominated by G Moore but declined and B Hartshorne nominated by V Blom,    

    seconded by C Whatmore.  No other nominations were submitted and B Hartshorne is anonymously elected.

  Junior Coordinator:  K v/d Berg nominated by M Acutt and M Hydes nominated by G Visick and seconded by S  

   Loos. No other nominations were submitted and M Hydes is elected anonymously.

   Fundraising Coordinator: S Loos nominated by P Whatmore and seconded by R Bowen. No other nominations    

   were submitted. The Chairman suggest R Bowen be appointed to control the bar.

9.5     ELECTION OF NON-EXECUTIVE POSITIONS

10. MEMBERSHIP FEES

10.1 Juniors: The committee proposed that the junior membership for 2006 increases as follows; R120 for 1 child, R100  

per child if 2 children in a family joins and R80 per child if 3 children in a family joins. The membership fee will 

include a Savages T-shirt. All accepts the proposal.

10.2 Seniors: The committee proposed that the senior membership for 2006 increases to R160 per player. Accepted by all. 

R Molenze ask if the fee could be reduced for those unable to afford R160 and G Moore responded that if anyone has a 

problem and approaches the committee, it can be consider.

10.3 Non Playing Membership: The committee proposed that a Non Playing Membership option be added to provide for 

people who are not playing for the club and don’t have any children playing for the club but who would like to join the club and have voting powers at the AGM. After a lengthy debate, the matter is put to a vote and is accepted with 23 votes for and 5 against. The membership fee was accepted as R50 per person, which would include a Savages T-shirt.

10.4 E Agnew mentioned that Collegians will be introducing a parent membership option to Savages parents at a R100 

instead of the full R265, provided at least 25 people joins.

11  GENERAL

11.1  R Bowen informs E Agnew that he intend to rectify any existing problem with the pub.

11.2 R Mollentze enquires what age a child should be to join the juniors. The chairman responded as young as 3 years old can join.

11.3 C Herbst mentions that the upstairs toilets are in a bad condition. G Moore responded that the toilets would be included in the overall renovations to the bar.

11.4 D Brown enquires who is supposed to maintain the floodlights. E Agnew responded that the Mother club is.

11.5 C Whatmore expresses concern regarding children climbing onto the Damlin roof. E Agnew responded that the club is planning to put razor wire up to prevent access.

11.6 C Herbst mentions he feel the security in the car park is inadequate. E Agnew responded that he will look into it but that there are insufficient funds to employ another guard.

11.7 R Mollentze enquires when the field would be available for league games as the Pinetown league is starting early March. E Agnew responded that it only be available at end of March and arrangements be made with opponents to play first few games away.

11.8 D Brown appeal to Savages members to put there names forward to go on referees course. R Mollentze mentions he was going to approach the schools to attend referees courses.
