The History of the Stafford Cobras

The Stafford Cobras were founded in the mid 1980’s for the purpose of providing a wholesome recreational activity for the Stafford community.  The program serviced boys and girls ages 6-12 years of age.  The program strives to teach team work, good sportsmanship and build self-confidence.  The Cobras were a member of the FUN Football League in Houston, Texas from the mid 1980’s to 1999.  The program flourished in the 1980’s and early 1990’s until the enrollment began to decline.  In the mid 1990’s, the cobras found new life in the FUN Football League until 1999.  The Stafford Cobras were a competitive football organization; however they had never been to a Super bowl until 1999.  In there last season in the FUN League, the freshmen Cobras lead by Head Coach Rodney Butler were Super bowl runner-ups.  After the Super bowl game and years of bad experiences in the FUN Football League, a group of parents led by Tangela Wilson, LaJonda McCoy, and Sheila Belt went in search of a new league and a new beginning for the Stafford Cobras.  This was almost the beginning of the end for the Cobras.  For three months, the Cobras attended the meetings of the Fort Bend Youth Football League (formally known as the Gulf Coast League); however, the Cobras were not united in the move to another league.  

After months of fighting amongst themselves and the election of a new board, the Stafford Cobras were voted into the Fort Bend Youth Football League in April of 2000.

The organization took another blow when newly elected President Lajonda McCoy stepped down as president of the Cobras.  After a few weeks of turmoil the Cobras board elected Scott Daniels as President.  With the election behind them, the board united and decided that it was time for a new beginning.  However, joining the FBYFL was not all glory in the beginning.  In their first scheduled FBYFL game, the Cobras were matched against the most successful franchise in the league.  The Cobras juniors and seniors suffer their worst losses in Cobras history.  The Lamar Hornets beats the Cobras 56-0 on the junior level, and 67-0 on the senior level.  The Lamar Hornets turned to us and said, WELCOME to FORT BEND YOUTH FOOTBALL!!  This was the Cobras wake up call.  After soaking their wounds the Cobras regrouped and went on to send two teams to the Lone Star Bowl and the freshmen team led by Head Coach Jared Jordan won their very first super bowl in the FBYFL and in Cobra history.  

At the end of the season, the Cobras took another blow.  After only one year into his term, President Scott Daniels stepped down.  The Cobras elected Jacqueline Jean-Baptiste as President at the end 2000.  Under the leadership of Jacqueline Jean-Baptiste and her board of directors, the Cobras have become the most successful team in the Fort Bend Youth Football League.  The Cobras also reinvented their image.  The Cobras became a 501(3) c organization and has had the highest number of participants and the largest number of volunteer.  

In 2001, Head Coach Fred Jean-Baptiste took the super bowl winning freshmen team and led them to three super bowls.  This team is only the second team in FBYFL history to win four consecutive super bowls.  Coach Jared Jordan started over with a new freshmen team.  After losing in the Lone star bowl their freshmen year, Coach Jordan and his team went on to win super bowls their sophomore and junior year.  During the super bowl of their senior year in 2004, the game was called due to weather with a score of 0-0.  

The 2004 senior team were named FBYFL Co-Champions.  As we said goodbye to one champion, a new champion team was being built.  

In 2003, the Stafford Cobras tied one super bowl record and broke another one.  In 2003, the Stafford Cobras sent all four teams to the super bowl  The freshmen team lost to the undefeated Sugar Land Cowboys, but the Sophomores, led by head Coach Eugene Giles (two super bowls); Juniors, led by Head Coach Jared Jordan (four super bowls) and Fred Jean-Baptiste (four super bowls) and all won each of their games.  We were the first to have three teams win super bowl games until 2006.  

Since 2000, the Stafford Cobras has been the only organization to have at least one team in the Super bowl and have won at least one super bowl every year since 2000.  The Stafford Cobras is the most successful organization in FBYFL since the year 2000.  Since 2006, the Cobras have been under the leadership of Jeriel Smith and have continued their winning ways.  The Sophomore Cobras, led by Head Coach Fred Jean-Baptiste won their first super bowl and the Cobras 10th. In 2007 the Cobras added super bowls 11 and 12, under two new head coaches Jeriel Smith and Paul M. Guidry. 

The Cobras pride themselves on their winning tradition and the contribution they give to the community of Stafford.  The Stafford Cobras partners with the City of Stafford and Stafford MSD.  Our volunteers help to teach both respect for authority, rules, self-respect and sportsmanship.  The organization wants every participant to remember and enjoy his or her youth football or cheer experience.
