Local Rules

2009
Senior Legion rules will apply in all instances, with the exception of the following local rules which shall prevail:

1. Junior Legion pitching rules shall apply. Notwithstanding, the following rule shall otherwise take priority in the event of a conflict with the Junior Legion pitching rules: No pitcher may pitch more than a total of ten (10) innings, or make more than three appearances in any four (4) consecutive calendar day period (1 pitch = 1 inning; 1 pitch = 1 appearance). It is STRONGLY suggested that coaches limit pitches to 120 per game.

2. Courtesy Runner: with two outs, a courtesy runner may be used for the pitcher of record or catcher. The courtesy runner may be any player NOT in the batting order at the start of his team’s at bat in the inning during which the runner would be utilized. The courtesy runner may be used once for a pitcher, and once more for the catcher.

3. An Extra Player (“EP”) may be used at the option of the team.

4. No Designated Hitter will be permitted.

5. Coaches are required to appear in full uniform

6. All base coaches MUST wear batting helmets.

7. If an injury occurs at a point in time during a game when the injured player’s team does not have any available players, and the injured player is unable to continue, the injured player’s team will be permitted to re-enter a player not then currently in the game.

8. Any player or coach ejected from a game will not be permitted to participate for the remainder of the game and must immediately leave the field. Whenever a player or coach ejection occurs, the coaches of both teams will be required to file a report on the incident within 24 hours. Additionally, a report shall also be provided promptly by an umpire. These incident reports shall be delivered via email to the review committee, which shall be authorized to consider if further disciplinary action shall be appropriate. The ruling of the Review Committee shall be absolute and final. For the 2009 season, the review committee shall be composed of Brant Henderson (branthenderson@comcast.net).

9. Any team that wishes to file a protest must do so in writing. The protest will be submitted to the Review Committee via email along with a check in the amount of $50. In the event the protest is upheld, the $50 shall be returned. In the event the protest is not upheld, the league shall keep the $50 as a fee. The ruling of the Review Committee shall be absolute and final.
10. The Regular season shall end at 11:59 PM on Sunday, July 12. Any make-up games must be completed by that time. Any regular season game completed after, or not completed before, that time will be treated as a double forfeit for both teams.

11. Playoffs shall begin on Tuesday, July 14. The top eight teams (which shall be determined by highest winning percentage during the regular season) shall participate in the playoffs, which shall be a double elimination format. To the greatest extent possible, the team with the most wins shall have home field advantage in the playoffs, whether in the winners or losers bracket. It is anticipated that the playoffs will be played on consecutive days until completion. 
12. An All-star game will be held on Sunday, July 19th (location and time TBD). The teams that finish in 1st, 3rd, 5th, 7th, and 9th place (based upon winning percentage during the regular season) shall constitute the “National League” Cadet All-Star team, and the teams that finish in 2nd, 4th, 6th, 8th, 10th and 11th place shall constitute the “American League” Cadet All-Star team. Each team shall determine its all-star team representatives by submitting the names of three players to the league commissioner (Brant Henderson) not later than Monday, July 6th. The coach of the team with the highest winning percentage during the regular season shall manage the “National League” Cadet All-Star team, and the coach of the team with the second highest winning percentage shall manage the “American League” Cadet All-Star team.
