Our volunteer duties have been assigned.  In the event, you are unable to fulfill your

designated responsibility, please cover your duty by switching with another family.

Duty specifics:

--Water & Ice –

Bring cooler and water bottles to every practice for the week including the game.  There should be a copy of the volunteer schedule as well as a team roster attached to the cooler in the event the Coaches need to locate a player who is late to practice.  This duty is one of the most time consuming duties because it requires your assistance throughout practice and typically the help of a number of other parents that are around.  Keeping our players hydrated is extremely important especially in the heat early on in the season.  The coaches will need your help throughout the practice in giving the players water as well as keeping the water bottles refilled.   There is a hose behind the church near the playground for filling/refilling the cooler.   After the game, please hand off the cooler and water bottles to the next family.

--After Game Drinks and Snacks—

Bring individual Gatorade type drinks and snacks (approximately 35 for players and coaches) in a

Rolling cooler

--1/2 time Game Snacks--
Bring fruit (oranges, apples, grapes, etc.) for half time in individual baggies for each player.

Please have them cut up or peeled so the boys can consume with minimal effort.  Again, plan for

at least 35 portions because some players are starving and need the energy.  Remember they

are playing during lunchtime.  For drinks please bring bottled water. .  Last year, the cooler was kept on the field with the team and the team mom took it with

the team during half time.  No other parents were allowed as to avoid a team fine.  TIFI doesn’t

allow any parent contact with the players once the game has begun.
--Chain Gang--

Please remember you are not allowed to talk to the players or have your cell phone on the field.
--Spotter--
We have an announcer communicate the play-by-play action to the fans at our home

games only.   The spotter will sit near the announcer to help him identify the players for both

home and away games.  We will have mini-roster/game schedule cards made for your viewing

pleasure.  This will help a great deal during this duty.

--Video --
We need someone to video tape each game for the coaches to use as a planning tool.  This task

can be shared between several volunteers so that one individual isn’t forced to watch every

game through a viewfinder.  We can provide a digital camera if you don’t have one.  This is a

valuable and necessary tool for our coaches.

A big thanks in advance for your help and especially the coaches.   Please check your

e-mail and the website daily in the event the Coaches have any last minute communication for the team.
