RULES AND REGULATIONS:
                        The JBT is a scratch event.  USBC rules will govern each event.     

1. No entering average is required.  JBT averages will be a sanctioned yearly average.
2. FORMAT:  Qualifying will consist of 4 games on 4 pairs of lanes.  Top l out of 3 will advance to semi-final round of position match play.  Top 5 then will compete in T.V. style roll-offs to decide a Champion.  Total pins are carried over in all qualifying.

3. Entry Fee is $15.00.  All prize money is returned 100% to JBT bowlers.

4. Bowlers are responsible for their own scores.   Any protests affecting scoring, misconduct or playing rules must be reported IMMEDIATELY to the adult advisor.  The decision of the advisor is final. 

5. Bowlers must wait to put their balls on the next lane until everyone on that lane is finished bowling.

6. DRESS CODE: Wearing clothing depicting foul language of gestures will not be allowed.  Adult advisor will have final say in what is deemed appropriate.

7. AWARDS:  

a. Each Event:  Top 5 will receive awards.  High game (both boy & girl) will receive awards.
b. Year End:  Award will be given to top 5 in All-Star points.  Points earned at the finish of all events.  High average (both boy & girl) will be given awards.  Bowlers must bowl 2/3 of all events to be eligible for high average.  Six (6) events must be bowled to have your entry paid for the end of year fun event.
8. The top 8 bowlers who have bowled 2/3 of the season will make up 2 teams to go to a Summer Scratch Tournament.  Entry fees will be paid according to the amount of money left in the JBT fund.  If a member does not go we will go down as far as #12.  A portion of hotel room for this Tournament will be paid if staying with the JBT group and you have bowled in the Summer Scratch League at Valley Bowl.

9. In the event that a bowler drops out at any time during the tournament, the next available bowler will be inserted in his/her place.  Point distribution will be divided between those bowlers.  Any bowler that is asked to leave the event or leaves without a viable excuse will forfeit all points for that day.
10. Once tournament play begins, nothing may be used to clean the surface of the ball except a dry towel.
