Cal Ripken Majors Baseball

5th & 6th Grades

Season runs from approximately late March, early April (Depending upon weather and field conditions and availability) until mid-June (Approximately around the end of the school year)

Boys have an evaluation day and teams are drafted based on these evaluations. There will be approximately 3-4 practices and then the season will begin. Teams play approximately 12 games and then there is a playoff season with a pool play format. All teams are guaranteed 3 playoff games with the best two records advancing to the championship game.

All games are played at Netherwood Park... Each team should have one night of batting cage time scheduled on alternating weeks as well.

Playing time is allocated as evenly as possible based upon the amount of players on a squad. All players are in the batting order for every game and only fielding positions are rotated. 
(i.e. if there are 12 boys for a game then all 12 bat and coach rotates the 9 field positions with the players.)
 There will be umpires for these games.

There is a $20.00 umpire fee in addition to the registration that is required to be paid by all players and will be collected by the coaches once the teams are selected.

Tournament teams that play in the District Tournament and other area tournaments are selected by tryout from interested boys that play in the Cal Ripken Major League. Boys must participate in the Cal Ripken League and play in a majority of their games to be eligible to play for the Tournament Teams. The tryouts for Tournament teams will be scheduled and posted on the web site. Tournament team season runs from early May until mid to late July depending upon number of tournaments played and when they are scheduled to be played. SAA has no control of the Tournament schedules. There will be multiple tryout sessions.  To be considered a candidate must attend at least 2 tryouts. Only those who CAN COMMIT to the Tournament Team should tryout.  The Tournament team involves at least two extra practices a week and additional scrimmages played at the coach’s discretion. This is in addition to their Cal Ripken League scheduled games.  Attendance to games and practices is mandatory.
There is an additional $60-$100 Tournament Team fee to play on the Tournament Team as well. This is to cover uniforms and Tournaments. Fee is based upon the amount of tournaments that teams will play in. No player will be given a uniform or allowed to participate in any tournament until the tournament fee is paid. 

Tournament teams are not travel teams.  Please do not confuse travel baseball with tournament baseball.
