

Teeners Baseball 2010


My son is nervous about playing in the Teeners league with 9th graders
We realize that 7th graders may be a little nervous about taking the next step in Springfield’s baseball program.  They must move from being the big man on campus as 6th graders tearing up the 60 foot bases in the Majors to being the younger, undersized players on the 90 foot big league bases of the Teeners.

Rest assured that ALL the 7th graders that have gone before them have had a GREAT time playing.  The Teeners program main objective is to get ALL the kids in Springfield playing and enjoying baseball.  Some of the kids in our league will go on to play varsity ball at the High School while some of the kids may never even play organized baseball again.  The one thing that all the kids - from the oldest to the youngest and from the most talented to the still developing - have in common is that they love the game of baseball and that makes them all equal in the Teeners program.

After getting over their jitters, the 7th graders really enjoy the atmosphere in the Teeners league.  All the coaches and umpires (Harry Murray Association) are great at working with the kids and helping them out and building their confidence.   The 9th grade players become big brothers and are looked up to by the younger guys.  It’s really cool to see how everyone on both sides of the diamond help each other out and come together to enjoy the game.

Finally, the teams are all built evenly and typically there are as many 7th graders on teams as there are 8th & 9th graders combined.  There is equal playing time for all the kids and they all get opportunities at developing at new positions.  Clinics focused on specific skills are run for all the kids to take advantage of.  Dual team practices in April ensure that the kids will get plenty of practice time to get comfortable. There is also a 7th grade only All Star game and potential to form a 7th grade tournament team dependent on player interest.
In closing, remind your kids that all the knuckle head 9th graders were nervous 7th graders too!  Encourage them to try it and they will definitely have fun.  There is a 7th grade new player clinic scheduled in March to get them out there as a group and comfortable.  Encourage them to go to the clinic and try it out.
