Fundraising Guidelines
The following guidelines are for booster club fundraisers, and incorporate NFHS, GISD, and TEA policies.

Policies:

Booster Club fundraisers are to incorporate the efforts of booster club members. Students are not members of the booster club, and so should not be required to work these events. If individual parents want to require their children to work with them or for them, that is a decision for individual households. 

Booster Club fundraisers need to be approved by the district designee to ensure that all policies are being considered and that the best interest of the organization is being met.

Booster Clubs cannot mandate how funds are spent.

Booster Club fundraisers cannot take place at school, without prior principal approval, and cannot involve the students working.
Fundraising Events:

Sterling Stars Booster Club hosts three fundraising events per year:

1. Car Wash (May) benefits the general fund.

2. Garage Sale (September) benefits personal accounts.

3. Golf Tournament (October) benefits Senior Scholarships.

Fundraising Committee:

The fundraiser chairperson will head the fundraising committee. This committee will lead the fundraising events. (Will coordinate with the golf tournament committee for that particular event.) 

Duties are:
a. Propose three dates for each event and submit to director for approval.

b. Sign up volunteers to work each event.

c. Organize and manage each event.

d. Coordinate with treasurers if change is needed for event.

e. Give all money to treasurers on the day of the event. 

f. Keep detailed records of money spent and raised for each event and give to treasurer for treasurer’s report.

g. Report at booster events on your committee activities.
Car Wash

Date: A weekend in May or June, following line tryouts.

Purpose: Raise money for the general fund, to pad this fund in the case of delinquent activity fees and for miscellaneous unforeseen expenses.

Who works: Make every effort to utilize new parents on this one. Baby Star parents can get to know everyone else early-on if they become involved in this car wash.

Details:

Reserve a large parking lot with access to water. (Albertson’s on Lavon is our traditional venue.)

Secure hoses, car wash soap, sponges, towels, window cleaner, etc.

Print pre-sale tickets for boosters to sell prior to the car wash date. 

Advertise the car wash in the community.

Make signs to be held at and around the location on the day of the event. 

Secure volunteers to work hourly shifts.

Organize the car wash itself. Be sure each car gets thoroughly rinsed, dried, and windows cleaned. 

Have a secure method for taking and storing money on the day of the event. 

Accept donations on the day of the event. 

Garage Sale
Date: Saturday in September

Purpose: Families raise money to be put into their child’s personal account

Who Works: Each family that sells items will work their own “station.”

Details:
Reserve a large parking lot. Have volunteers with trucks that can assist families in moving large items to the sale site.

Announce the garage sale date during summer so everyone has time to gather items to sell.

Assign each family a number in advance. This number will be the only way to track individual sales.

Create two tally books (spirals or notebooks) that are sectioned off by numbers. Each number has been assigned to a family. Into this book will be placed the price stickers from each item. (Having two at the check-out station will keep things from getting backed up.)

Individual families are responsible for setting up their own station for selling items. This includes pricing each item with an individual sticker. The sticker should include the price and the family’s assigned number. 

Booster volunteers will work the check-out station (two areas to pay are recommended). As each item is added to a customer’s total, the sticker is removed and placed into the tally book into the appropriate section for each family. 

At the end of the day, each family’s stickers are totaled, and that amount of money is credited to the personal account for that Sterling Star.

Each family is responsible for staying with their items all day. If they have to leave early, they are to take their items with them or donate them to another family’s station. If they are donated, it is the new family’s responsibility to re-price them to reflect their own assigned number. 

Golf Tournament

Date: October (not TX-OU weekend)

Purpose: Raise money for senior scholarships that will be awarded in May of the current school year.

Who Works: Golf tournament committee, booster club volunteers


(senior Sterling Stars will come to greet the players and thank them 


for their participation)

Details:

Once the date is approved, defer all work on this event to the golf tournament committee.
