Uniform Cleaning

Some pieces may be cleaned at home and some must be dry cleaned. Please take note of the ONLY cleaners that I trust with our sequins. If you take sequined pieces to the cleaners, it is at your own risk. If discoloration or removal should occur, you are responsible for paying for replacement pieces. Ruined garments cannot be worn. 

Stretchy bodysuit, satin skirt, satin bodysuit: wash in cold water and hang to dry.

Jacket: dry clean only
Wrap top and wrap skirt: dry clean only
Fringe skirt: wash by hand in cold water and hang to dry or dry clean

Overlay, vest, and gauntlets: dry clean only. Spot clean the underside with white ivory soap and cold water. Be careful that the sequins do NOT get wet. 

Belt: no cleaning necessary. If lipstick or other staining substance gets on belt, use a leather cleaner.

Rain poncho: no cleaning necessary. If it gets wet at a football game, please immediately hang to dry so that it will not mildew. This is your poncho for many years, so you don’t want it to stink.
