Registration for 2009-2010: 

· Registrations received by midnight, August 14th, will be entered into a draw for free registration 

· Registration forms have been emailed to existing members. The updated registration form is also available for download on our website 

· Registration deadline is September 4th. Any player who registers after this date is not guaranteed to be placed on a team. This deadline will allow the time needed to properly analyze the numbers registered and prepare the evaluation and communications to everyone before the evaluations start. All registrations received after September 4th from players who played in Strathmore last year will be assessed a $100.00 penalty in addition to their registration fee. 

· Please note that if you have previously played for SMRA but live in a different Association’s boundaries, or live in SMRA boundaries but have previously played in a different Association, you must register with your Home Association in accordance with Ringette Alberta Guidelines. No releases will be granted by any Association unless the player has first registered with their home association.

· It is likely there will be two U12 teams. SMRA will determine whether we will have two equal teams or an A and a B team in September. All U12 players are required to attend evaluations. (above) 

· At this time, SMRA intends to field two teams in the U14 and U16 divisions. As legislated by Ringette Alberta, our U14 and U16 divisions would require the two teams to be tiered A and B 

· If a player wishes to try out for the A team, their Tryout Registration* along with a $50.00 fee must be received no later that midnight, August 14th. 

· Tryout registration forms are available for download on the website. Evaluation process outlines are also posted on the website. 

· Those players that are assigned to a different association must first register with their home association, and follow Ringette Alberta Guidelines, found on their website

Alberta Winter Games (AWG) Zone 2 U16 select team

· Zone 2 will be having tryouts for a Zone 2 Select U16 team to participate in the Alberta Winter Games in Cold Lake, February 4-7th. 

"Alberta Sport has changed the format of Ringette for the Alberta Winter Games (AWG) in 2010.  Rural Associations (Zone 2) will be allowed to enter a "select team" made up of players from all the Zone 2 associations.  

As a result Zone 2 will be having AWG team tryouts in the fall of 2010.  Players born in 1994 & 1995 (U16 / Junior) will be eligible to tryout for the team. Potential Coaches will submit applications and the AWG coach will be selected by a Zone 2 selection committee in September of 2009.  Anyone interested in applying to coach this team please forward your name to Dain Dunlop (Dunlop@efirehose.net)
