A copy of the complete report card and first nine weeks report card must be submitted with the entry form. Please make copies. 

All candidates that meet the requirements for the Southwest Youth Scholar will receive a medal and a gift certificate. 

All candidates that meet the requirements for the Southwest Honorable Mention will receive a certificate.
