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2008 Guidelines

I. Purpose
The mission of the Hall of Fame is to not only to honor those that helped make TCGSL what it is today, but to provide a historic perspective and to perpetuate the history of gay softball and athletics in the Twin Cities. 

II. Criteria for Nominations 

Any 7 year member of TCGSL, whether living or deceased, can be nominated. The nominees should have made significant contributions to TCGSL throughout their membership. Anyone member of TCGSL may make nominations to the Hall of Fame Committee. Nominations must be submitted by June 16th, 2008.

A. Nominations/Automatic Inductions 

Any current NAGAAA hall of fame member will receive an automatic induction in the 2004 TCGSL Hall of Fame Ceremony. There will be no limit on nominations to the Hall of Fame.

III. Rules of Voting 

The members of the Hall of Fame (including the 2004 automatic inductees) and a few at-large members (officers of the executive board and Hall of Fame committee members) will vote on the nominees each year. The nominees who receive at least two-thirds of the votes are inducted and will be honored at the year-end banquet following the season.  Any nominee not reaching the 2/3 vote will automatically be placed on the following years ballot for consideration.  If the nominee does not receive the required votes in the second year, he/she will be removed from the ballot and must be re-nominated in order to receive consideration.

      A. Voting Procedures 

Voting members will receive a ballot by June 23rd of the given year. The members have until July 6th to return the ballots to the chairman of the hall of fame committee. The inductees will be announced at the end of the year banquet

      V. Awards/Ceremonies 
Each inductee will receive a polo shirt and plaque to honor their induction to the hall of fame. In addition plaques will be placed throughout the leagues sponsors for other members of TCGSL to view as well as spectators. Those plaques will include all inductee’s names and year of induction on them.
      A. Booster Club

Like the NAGAAA hall of fame, I would like the TCGSL hall of fame to become self-sustainable. With that I would like to implement the TCGSL booster club. This will allow members of TCGSL or our sponsors to give contributions to the TCGSL hall of fame. Booster Club members receive a polo shirt (with a contribution of $50 or more).
