Springfield THL

 In-House Youth Ice Hockey League

The THL is an in-house ice hockey program for children ages 5-14.

All games are played at the Springfield Ice Rink.

Players will have one ice time per week, whether it is a game or a practice time.

The League consists of 2 age divisions.

Bronze (instructional league) for ages 6-10

Silver for ages 10-14

The League
Bronze Division (ages 6-10):
Instructional and competitive program for players who want a mixture of competition and instruction.  

This division is made up of 4-6 teams with ice times scheduled for Saturday mornings at 8:45, 10:15 or 11:45.

Silver Division (ages 10-14):
Competitive league made up of 4-6 teams.

Ice times for this program are at 7:15 PM on Monday, Tuesday, or Wednesday.

Required Equipment
Players will receive a jersey once the teams have been chosen.

Players without full equipment will not be permitted on the ice

Registration is done by mail, on a first come, first served basis.

Each player who registers, will be notified by mail, of the date and time of his/her first practice.

Players are initially placed by age (as of October 15th) but, based on ability,

 may be moved to another division at the discretion of the THL staff.
