Frequently Asked Questions

What is Thundering Herd Football?  

Thundering Herd is both a developmental & REP football program with a focus on the teaching of fundamentals, the enhancement of current football abilities, and the provision of competitive playing opportunities. These key program features are facilitated by numerous coaches who are committed to position specialization. Off-season co-operation is extended to high school coaches by providing summer assistance to student-athletes in preparation for their school programs in the Fall.

 

Which league(s) do we play in?
Teams of the Mississauga Thundering Herd compete in South-Central Ontario Football League (SCOFL) during the Spring-Summer period. We are also affiliated with Ontario Football Alliance and Football Canada, the official governing bodies. Assigned game officials will be from the provincial membership lists of the Ontario Football Officials Association (OFOA) and in turn, are fully accredited members of CFOA, their National body.

 

When do the actual seasons begin?
For SCOFL, the regular game schedule starts in late May and continues with weekly games throughout June & July. August is reserved for playoffs, with Championship Day usually on the third weekend.

 

Any off-season training activities with Thundering Herd?
An indoor program is provided by the Thundering Herd. Weekly, non-contact workouts take place beginning in the early March until late April. This feature is included with our regular registration fee.

 

What equipment do I need?
All fundamental equipment is loaned to the player, except personal football shoes and any optional equipment accessories. A $350 refundable equipment deposit cheque is required for this loan. This deposit cheque is not cashed, provided equipment is returned upon request, and in good condition.

 

How much is the Thundering Herd football registration?
With fundraising assistance, our program registration has been affordably established. Included are gym & field rentals, a keeper game jersey, bus transportation, game officials, med. trainer, league fees, insurance, season-end celebration & awards, etc., etc.

 

 

When do I have to pay my registration fee?
A minimum of $200 (non-refundable) is due at time of registration. You must present the balance at time of registration, but you may post the balance. Ex. 1st payment $200 due today, 2nd payment postdated for two weeks from today for the balance. All postdated cheques must be handed in at time of registration.

 

How much is the registration fee? What does it include?
The total cost depends on what program your child is registered for: Peewee house league is $425, and Bantam REP and Junior Varsity REP is only $550. Unlike some other football clubs, our registration fee is all inclusive. We include the pre-season winter camp, we include a keeper game jersey, we include insurance coverage, we include the awards banquet, among several other items. Some clubs will charge you EXTRA for the above mentioned items!
