LIFE TO EAGLE

Troop 94 EHT

All life scouts and their parents are encouraged to attend a Life to Eagle Seminar. They are held at several times & locations by council.  Troop communicates announcements last 15 minutes of every meeting.

Parents should not plan a date for the Eagle Court of Honor until the Eagle is official and the paper work is back from BSA Headquarters. From the Board of Review it takes 4-6 weeks to get the paper work back.

All Eagle Candidates are to uphold the Scout Oath and Law in and out of Scouting. What does this mean:  If a candidate gets involved in an activity that violates the Scout Oath or Law a Scoutmaster has the right not to sign his Eagle Application. The Scout has a right to appeal to the District Advancement Committee for a hearing. What scouts do while hanging out with their friends can effect their ability for an Eagle Rank.

The Scout, his parents, Scoutmaster, Asst. Scoutmaster (assigned Eagle projects) and Troop Committee will meet and agree on a project. The Scout must contact our Troop Advancement Chairman for date & time. The Scout's Eagle Project Workbook will be drafted and get the approved signatures. The Scout will be given the phone number to contact the District Chairperson for approval. DO NOT START the project without the District Advancement Committee Chairperson's approval. The Chairperson, or their designee, will approve or ask for changes.  Once signed the project may start as the Scout's convenience. Once the projected is completed, make sure all required signatures to show completion are entered in the workbook. At this time, fill out the Eagle Scout Rank Application.  We suggest that you ask for a review of the application from the Troop Advancement Chairperson and you make a copy. Send the original application to Monica Vogel at the Jersey Shore Council in Toms River. The attachment for requirement 6 on the application and the workbook should remain in the possession of the scout. The District Chairperson will contact the scoutmaster to confirm the date for the board of review.  At the board of review the Scout must have his workbook with any pictures that were taken during the project, 2 copies of the written portion of the workbook, and the attachment for requirement 6. The scout must be in full Boy Scout Class A uniform.
