Provincial B Cup Information for Officials 2008-2009

These instructions are for Game officials officiating B cup games.
The following information must be followed or game fee's may not be paid.
· Current game durations and overtime are available on UISA website under referee information.   Do Not use durations from back of UISA game sheet as these are not correct

· Current BCSA picture ID cards MUST be checked on both Players and Team Officials and returned to team, NO cards  NO play or sitting on bench. This is a BCSA rule NO exceptions. Teams MUST have a Team Official on the bench the same sex as all the players. If not a parent must then sit on bench, And it must be noted on UISA game sheet.

· UISA/ BCSA game sheets must be filled out properly and completely including score and forwarded (scanned, faxed, mailed or hand delivered) to Kevin Cowie within 24 hrs of completion of game. DO NOT forward to BCSA. Failure to forward these forms will result in payment being withheld

· Teams are on one side of field spectators on others side of field.

· Home teams are responsible for changing uniforms including goalkeeper if there is a conflict of colors.

· Game must have a winner If tied at end of Regulation, Overtime of 2 equal halves is played in full No Golden Goal, If still tied then kicks from the Penalty spot best out of 5 if still tied sudden death equal kicks. Please make your self familiar with the rules for taking of kicks from the penalty spot which is in the FIFA Laws of the Game.

· If there is something UISA needs to know about before during or after the game then go to UISA website  www.leaguelineup.com/uisoccer   then click on Referee information and fill out an online game report.

· When filing out UISA game report make sure you, your Assistants ID # and last name are legible and it is preferred if you use black ink as it copies better.

· Referees must be a minimum of 2 years older than the players and must have a least 2 years experience with a level 4 or higher    certification.

· Referee assistants must be the same age or older than the players and hold a level 4      certification or higher.

· No referee or assistant is permitted to officiate a game in which an immediate relative is participating.

· If a referee has been assigned to a game with an immediate relative playing he/she should refuse to referee the game.
· One of the Assistants must be of capability to take over for the Referee in the event that the Referee cannot finish the game.
