        Remember that once a team commits to B cup that the team must play all games that they Qualify for, up to and including Provincials. If a team does not fulfill this commitment then it WILL be sanctioned by UISA and/or BCSA. The fine from BCSA will be up to $1000

Make sure teams are aware of Provincial Cup Rules & Regulations which can be found on the BCSA web site

UISA forms are to be used until we play teams from outside our District, Then the BCSA forms

Cup games have a presidence over league and exhibition games. And the better fields are to be used

Game time may need to be changed by UISA to accommodate game officials

Games may have to be played on Saturdays to accommodate provincial deadlines

NO games may start before 12:00 pm without written permission of UISA executive

All PLAYERS and TEAM OFFICIALS must have ID cards or they cannot sit on the bench or play

Teams MUST have a carded team official on the bench, the same sex as the players on the team.

 All games must have a winner:  Regulation play,then Overtime (played in full), then kicks from the penalty mark. See UISA web site for Game durations http://www.leaguelineup.com/welcome.asp?url=uisoccer

The Referee's will be appointed and paid by UISA for all games played in our District (Upper Island) 

All Game officials will be appointed and paid by UISA for all games involving teams from another District

All game officials must be used from the current BCSA registered referee list.                                     Use of Unregistered Game Officials will result in a $250 fine per game and possible appeal 

-Referees must be a minimum of 2 years older than the players and must have a least 2 years

experience with a level 4 or higher certification.

 -Referee assistants must be the same age or older than the players and hold a level 4

certification or higher.

 -No referee or assistant may officiate a game in which an immediate relative is participating.

If a referee has been assigned to a game with a relative playing he/she should refuse to do

the game.

 -If the referee is not able to finish officiating a game the first assistant referee will take over

the first assistant must be the same age or older than the player.

All discipline received in games played until we play teams out of our district count as fulfillment towards current card count.
