OPERATING PROCEDURES
As approved by the Board of Directors
(Effective Date: March 2006)

GENERAL- ALL DIVISIONS

Approved UMAC Baseball, Inc. By-Laws, Babe Ruth Baseball Rules and Regulations and Official Bascball rules
apply to all league activities. The highest ranking member of the UMAC Executive Board will make the final
decisions pertaining to the interpretation of the By-Laws and on all League matters. UMAC Bascball, Inc. will be
referred to simply as UMAC for the remainder of this document only.

EXCEPTION: The President will not make the decision on a properly filed protest submitted to the Executive
Board (see Section I-2 and I1-3).

L. GAME REGULATIONS
1.UMPIRES

A. Only active players, current UMAC Baseball, Inc. officials, and umpires are allowed on the playing field
(see Section 11-10 for list of team officials). A possible exception to this rule would be for a League
and/or Association Officials to be on the field during a timeout. .,

B. The umpire shall attempt to determine the identity of disruptive spectators by consulting with the two-
team managers. If the disruptive spectator is identified and affiliated with one of the participating teams,
the umpire shall give that team manager instructions to quiet the disruption and will inform him that the
game will be forfeited if the disruption contimues. If after such-instructions are given the dismaption
continues, the umpire has the authority to forfeit the game against the team affiliated with the disruptive
spectator.

C. The umpire shall ensure that the visiting team has fifteen (15) minutes of field practice before each game
(unless the visiting team does not arrive fifteen (15) minutes before the scheduled game time),

D. No person shall umpire a game in a division where he or a member of his family is involved as a player,
manager, coach, or scorekeeper.

E. The umpire shall give written notice to the UMAC Board of Directors, for any violation of UMAC Rules
of Conduct for Managers and Coaches.

2. PROTEST
A. If a manager wishes to make a protest, they must:
1. Protest at the time of the alleged infraction.
2. The game must be stopped.
3. The two managers and the umpire must meet at home plate and the protesting manager must
voice his protest at this time.
4. The protest must be noted in both managers’ scorebooks and be attested to by the umpire's
signamire.

g‘n; Within twenty-four (24) hours thereafier, a written protest of the alleged infraction setting
forth a complete description and explanation, as well as rule citations and references shall be
submitted to any member of the Executive Board, along with a protest fee of $10.00. If the
protest is upheld the fee will be returned.

3. FORFEITURES
A The umpire shall forfeit a game when a team fails to field a complete a uniformed team, (assuming that
UMAC has issued uniforms to all players), consisting of eight (8) players, within twenty (20) minutes
after the scheduled time for commencement of the game. (Except for Saturday and Sunday when
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7. NO GAME S .
A. If a game fails to reach regulation minimum limit (see individual league rules), it is not an official game

and will be resumed at the point play was suspended.

8. LINE-UP ROSTERS
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The home team scorekeeper must present his line-up roster to the visiting team scorekeeper and receive
the visiting team’s line-up roster before the game begins. This line-up must include each player’s first
and last name, uniform number and position. All of this information must be recorded in each manager's
scorebook in order to be eligible for tournament play.

Any information on player’s not eligible for a game because of injury, disciplinary action; etc must be
noted on the line-up roster.

All pitching must be recorded in the scorebooks in IVK, and the umpire must sign both books.

The line-up must be entered in ink, signed by the opposing coach, and deposited in the line-up box
located in the concessions area at the games completion. This rule applies to teams in the 9-12 age
group.

9. BASEBALLS

A

Each team will supply one brand new baseball (furnished by UMAC) to the umpire at the start of each
game.

10. MANAGERS RESPONSIBILTY
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Manager (or one of the coaches designated as manager) must attend all games.
Manager must be at least 21 years of age and approved by the Board of Directors.

Players, coaches, and spectators will not be allowed to have alcohol, controlled substances, smoking or
chewing tobacco products on or around the playing field.

All managers and coaches must be current members of UMAC or the game is subject to forfeiture.

Final formation of teams will be completed no later than April 1% (including final rosters and all
registration forms and fees), for filing with Babe Ruth Headquarters. Final formation of teams in the 16-
18 League will be completed by May 1%

Issue uniforms supplied by UMAC 1o all players. UMAC will supply hats and jerseys. Managers will
instruct players to wear bascball pants.

G. Prepare field and line the field when home team and return equipment to equipment shed if playing the
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last game of the day.

Each manager should acquire a team sponsor or work with sponsor chairperson to obtain a sponsor.
Sponsor donations cannot be used for individual teams. Support all league fundraising activities.
Appropriate sponsors are required and must be approved by the UMAC Board.

For cancellation of a game, notify the umpire coordinator and opposing team manager one and one half
(1 %) hours before the scheduled game time.

Winning team manager must report the final score and submit the UMAC Score Sheet to the Game
Summary Coordinator within 48 hours or the game is forfeited for 9 through 19 year olds.

Collect all equipment and return to UMAC equipment storage area, as directed by League Officials at
the end of the season. Failure to do so will result in loss of designated deposit.

Mo intramural team will practice before April 1™ on a Park and Planning field or on school fields.
Sunday games (regularly scheduled and make-up) will start no earlier than 1 p.m.

Designate team officials consisting of two coaches and a “team parent” to the league secretary prior to
April 1", In the event there are not enough team officials present at the game, the manager can designate
a UMAC member to be a base coach. This person must be entered into the scorebook.

Team Managers are responsible for leaving the dugout and team spectator area free of trash and debris.

II. LEAGUE REGULATIONS

1. SELECTION OF TEAMS

A- Managers may form teams and enter them in UMAC with the UMAC registration process either online

or by filling ot the registration form provided by UMAC. The players must meet the UMAC
divisional age requirements.
