BY-LAWS
(Effective date March 2004)

Article 1 Officers

All officers elected by the voting members of UMAC Baseball, Inc. shall serve a two (2) year
term. Any officer that is replacing another member will serve the remainder of the term for the

officer he/she replaced.

The Executive Board, which consists of the President, Vice President. Secretary, and Treasurer,
shall be elected by the Board of Directors.

Sec. - Presideni: 1t shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings of this league
and perform all duties usually pertaining to his/her office.

Sec. 2- Vice President: In the absence of the President, the Vice President shall perform all the
duties of the President. The Vice President shall oversee the Commissioners of their respective
leagues.

Sec. 3- League Secretary: The Secretary shall keep the minutes of all proceedings and record
same. He/she shall notify all officers of election, and the names of newly elected members to the
Treasurer and perform such other duties as his/her office may require.

Sec. 4- Treasurer: The Treasurer shall receive and safely keep all funds of the league, and pay
out the same only on order of the President. He/she shall make an annual report of receipts and
disbursements.

Sec.5- Commissioners: All commissioners are required to notify all team managers in their
respected divisions of any changes to the playing schedule, by-laws, or events that UMAC
Baseball, Inc. may be sponsoring or involved in. They shall reschedule any game that has been
cancelled due to inclement weather, darkness or any other factor that may hinder a team from
playing on the given day. They shall keep standings on their respective divisions and report them
10 the Secretary of that league. All commissioners shall be a liaison between the Managers and
the Secretary of their league. The division commissioners shall be responsible for notifying team
managers of all activities such as fundraisers. classics weekend, banquets etc. They shall assist
the equipment manager of UMAC Baseball, Inc. in dispersing and returning equipment. They
shall assist in the evaluations and monitor the drafiing of teams.

Article 11 Standing Committees
Opening Day: Executive Board

Sponsorship: Send letters 10 all candidates and notify the company that is awarded uniform
contract as to what sponsor is assigned to each team.

Equipment Manager: Notify the commissioners of equipment pick-up and turn-in dates and
times. The equipment manager will solicit bids for all uniforms and equipment and forward
closed bids to the Executive Board for review.



Picture Coordinator: Obtain bids for the taking of team pictures and forward the bids to the
Board of Directors for review. Develop the schedule for teams to have their pictures taken.

Field Permits: Obtain field permits from the towns where UMAC will practice and play baseball
for the spring and fall seasons. Obtain permits from the county for any gym time needed for
evaluations.

Schedules: Make the schedule for the spring and fall seasons. All schedules shall be submitted to
the Board of Directors for approval.

Field Maintenance: Work with volunteer coordinator to get volunteers to fix the fields as
needed before the season starts. Enlist volunteers to maintain the infields during the season.
(UMAC cannot mow the outfield grass at Halmos or Stevens Park).

Classics Weekend: Submit a schedule of events to be held the weekend of Memorial Day.
Distribute the schedule to the coaches and coordinate umpires (if needed) with the umpire

coordinator.
Newsletter: Prepare the newsletter for mailing to the general population of the league.

Tournaments: Work with volunteer coordinator 1o get volunteers for the protest commitiee,
scorekeepers, and announcers for each game. The tournament director or assistant must attend

the games played.

Umpire Coordinator: Schedule umpires for each game. If an umpire cannot be scheduled, they
must notify the commissioner of that division for rescheduling of the pame.

NO COMMISIONER OR COACH WILL BE ALLOWED TO SCHEDULE AN UMPIRE
WITHOUTNOTIFYING THE UMPIRE COORDINATOR FIRST.

Internet: Required to update the Internet site as needed.

Fundraising: Required to form a committee to discuss different options to raise money for the
league. Obtain information about different fundraisers and notify the Board of Directors. Collect
all funds from the fundraiser, and turn in to the Treasurer of the league.

Clinics: Required to obtain information of any coach, players, or umpire clinics. Setup schedule
as 1o when the clinics will be held.

Volunteer Coordinator: Work with League Secretary to obtain names of individuals and
compile a list of volunteers.

Article 111 Membership

Every family registering a child to play baseball or T-Ball in UMAC Babe Ruth Baseball shall be
recognized as a member in good standing of UMAC.
