


Location of games:  All Upper Saddle River Soccer Association Division


VI games will be played on the Reynolds & Bogert School Soccer Fields.





2.	Field:  The field as lined for the games is down sized from a full regulation field.  The goals are placed in accord with the lined field.  Under no circumstances are the goals to be moved to either down size the field or enlarge the field of play.  Goals must remain in position.  The home team is responsible for placing cones at the 	corners of the field.





3.	Cancellation:  The sole determination for the cancellation of games due to inclement weather will be made by Robert Collins.  The determination to cancel will be made by 8:15 am on the morning of the day of play.  The coaches for the respective teams will be called by 8:30 am on the day of play that games are to be canceled.  Any questions, the coach should call Robert Collins at 739-9471.  Under no circumstances are games to be canceled by unilateral decision of the coaches.





4.	Period of Game: Each game will consist of four 12-minute running periods.  This means that once the clock is commenced for the quarter, the clock will continue to run for the period with the sole exception being that of an injury on 	the field.  In the event of an injury, the clock is to stop until the determination is made that the player is okay.   Upon the player being substituted or resuming his or her position, the clock is to resume.  There will be a five (5) minute rest time between periods.  Captains from each team will call a coin toss, visitors making the call.  The winner of the coin toss will elect to pick the goal to defend.  Teams are to switch sides after the end of the second period.





5.	Injuries:     The children are to be instructed that in the event of an injury on the field and the whistle is blown; all children are to immediately sit down on the field in the position that they are in at the time the whistle is blown for the injury.  This will prevent any and all confusion and afford coaches an opportunity to administer aid to the injured player.  Play will resume with a drop ball at the point where the ball was at the time of the injury.  





6.    Number of Players on the Field:    All teams are expected to field seven (7) players per game.





Playing Time Per Player:    Each player  on the team must play a minimum


      of two periods of time per game (24 minutes).  The coaches are expected to  


      substitute as necessary.  





Coaches on the Field:    Only one  (1) coach per team will be permitted on 


      the field during play.   The coaches should attempt to place themselves in


      positions to instruct the children during actual play of the game.  Under no 


      circumstances are coaches to interfere in the play of the game.  Under no  


      circumstance is the coach to locate him or herself in the goalie box when the ball 


      is in play in that area.  Only coaches certified by the NYSCA Safety Certification  


      Program are permitted on the field of play.  *No one is allowed behind the goal  


      during the game. *





Penalties:     The  home team is responsible for designating a coach to referee 


      the game.  The coach calling the game should attempt to follow the offensive unit 


      as closely as possible for supervision of the area around the ball.    Each coach 


      should procure a whistle for purpose of refereeing  the game.  Coaches are asked 


      to use their discretion in the calling of penalties.  It is important to remember that 


      the purpose of the soccer  league at this level is to instruct the children in the 


      proper method of  play.  Accordingly, it is suggested that the coaches instruct 


      their children as to the correct methods of throwing the ball onto the field 


      together with the basics of soccer.  There shall be no off-sides. 





Uniforms:     All players must wear shin guards with the Upper Saddle River 


      Soccer Association Uniform.  Only the issued sweat shirts are to be worn in the  


      event of inclement or cold weather.  Soccer shoes are recommended but are not 


      required.  Sweat pants may be worn under the shorts issued by the Soccer 


      Association.  A player will not be permitted to play unless he has the official 


      issued Upper Saddle River Soccer Association Uniform.





Conduct of Game:      The coach and assistant coaches are to be responsible  


      for the conduct of their players together with the conduct of the parents of their   


      players that are in attendance at the game.  Under no circumstances will any foul 


      language be permitted by either a coach or a fan.  Accordingly, the coach and his 


      assistant coaches will be responsible for maintaining proper decorum of the fans 


      rooting for the coaches’ team.   Coaches, players, parents and/or fans are not 


      permitted behind either goal line.  Parents and/or fans are encouraged to cheer for 


      the players but should be instructed to refrain from coaching the players.





12. Questions Regarding Play:      Any questions relating to the method of or 


      matter relating to the Division itself are to be directed to Robert Collins, and his   


      determination will be final.





Scores:     It is important to note that scores are not to be run up.  In the event 


      one team is substantially ahead of the other, the coach for the leading team is 


      directed to substitute with weaker players in order to prevent  runaway scores. 


Under no circumstances  are Coaches and Parents are allowed to publish the scores and events of the game.  Please remember that this is INSTRUCTIONAL, the goal is to teach the basic fundamentals of soccer.
