Here is the general info:

Place: VCS Auditorium
Dates & Times: Thursday, Sept. 11th and Tuesday, Sept. 16th
On 9/11 we will meet right at 5:30 after practice and eat pizza together. On 9/16 you should meet back in the Auditorium at 6:00 sharp having already eaten dinner.

What to Wear: 

9/11- polo & red skort (white socks, cheer shoes)

9/16- sparkle shirt and black skort (white socks, cheer shoes)

You need to plan stations for girls:

· Coloring 

· games 

· playground 

· one blue mat for doing tricks

· child care room (little kids) 

Moms will handle the check in, snacks and general supervision.

Cheerleaders are in charge of entertaining the kids and supervising them.

You must make sure NO ONE leaves the Auditorium unsupervised.  If they need to use the restrooms, take them in groups with a cheerleader in charge.

You may use the lower field playground on 9/11 and the Kindy and 1st grade playgrounds on 9/16.  You must take walkie talkies w/you.
