Dear Parents,

The Verona United Soccer Club (VUSC) is proud to announce the creation of the Verona United Soccer Academy (VUSA) beginning in September 2008.  

This Academy, which has been designed specifically for Verona boys and girls currently in the 1st grade, will be managed by Red Bull Soccer, a specialized group of highly qualified soccer coaches. 

The Academy idea is one that has been implemented successfully in many New Jersey communities and is a logical enhancement and extension to the VUSC.  The Academy concept is less concerned with game play of winning and losing, but rather concentrates on providing children with the fundamental skills of the game at a young age so that as they develop they can build on the foundation established by the Red Bull professionals.  Most importantly, the Academy promises to be a fun environment where our Verona children can develop a passion for this wonderful sport and a desire to play in the future. 

VUSA Details
· Program will run for 8 weeks beginning in September.

· 3 hours of training (over 2 days) will be provided each week in Verona.  Training will typically include:  individual ball handling skills, fun dribbling games, simple turns, and introduction to receiving, passing, and shooting.  Training sessions will conclude with small sided scrimmages (3 vs. 3 or 4 vs. 4) 

· Program will be managed by Red Bull professional coaches, but overseen by VUSC. The ratio of player to coach will be approximately 10 to 1 allowing for a significant opportunity for 1 on 1 interaction.

· Small-sided games between our Academy players will be scheduled on the weekends in Verona to give parents who may not be available during the week an opportunity to watch their children.  (A few parent volunteers will be required to assist with these small-sided games.)

· Cost:  $110.00 per player.

· The Academy will also be run in the Spring 2009 for 8 weeks beginning in April.  Instead of small–sided games in Verona, our Academy players will be entered into two to three small-sided tournaments in northern New Jersey.

Background on Verona United 

Verona United Soccer Club, known as “VUSC”, (www.leaguelineup.com/veronaunited) is organized and managed by a team of dedicated volunteers.  VUSC is a member of the Morris County Youth Soccer Association (www.mcysa.org) and follows the rules and guidelines of the New Jersey Youth Soccer Association (www.njyouthsoccer.com).  More information regarding these organizations is available from their websites, along with additional details about other teams and towns that participate in this league.

VUSC typically fields approximately 14 teams ranging from ages 8-14 for both boys and girls.  The program is geared for players who desire to play at a more competitive level, and because of this each team travels (from 10 minutes to up to 1 hour) for game play. With the creation of the Verona United Soccer Academy we will focus our youngest group on player development by utilizing professional trainers as outlined above.  It is our hope to create increased enthusiasm and participation of Verona children in this age group by minimizing the travel burden, and maximizing skill enhancement in preparation for a select travel schedule at the Under 9 (3rd grade) level.
