BY LAWS

VISTA HIGH SCHOOL

FOOTBALL BOOSTER CLUB

1 November, 2009
ARTICLE I: Name

Section I.
The name of this organization shall be Vista High School Football Booster Club. 

ARTICLE II: Purpose

Section I.
The purpose of this organization shall be to give organized support to the players, coaches and support personnel of the Vista High School Football program; to help promote good sportsmanship and boost the VHS football teams and supporting organizations of Vista High School Football at all times. All activities of this organization shall be guided by and conform with the constitution of Vista High School Football Booster Program as set forth herein and incorporated herewith as well as the regulations contained in the VUSD policies relating to said organizations.

ARTICLE III: Membership

Section I.
Membership in this organization shall be open to all parents and legal guardians of Vista High School students, Alumni and all other interested persons. 

Section II.
Membership dues of this organization will be as defined by the Executive Council, payable on or before January first of each year and shall become delinquent August first of each year. Membership runs from January 1 through December 31 of same calendar year. 

Section III. 
After the first day of August of each year, only members whose dues are paid and are thus in good standing are entitled to the privileges of membership. 

Section IV.
Membership Rights shall include, but not be limited to: voting for officers and any issue on the agenda. 

A. Forfeiture and suspension: There shall be no forfeiture or suspension of membership rights except as hereinafter provided.

B. Membership rights are strictly non-transferable. 

C. Any member of this organization whose behavior is not in compliance with Article II may be expelled from the Booster Club as determined by an ad hoc committee appointed by the executive council. 

Section V.
Family membership will generally include the parents or adults sharing a common residence. Voting privileges are limited to the parents or guardians within the family and to other adults at the same residence who are active in the organization. 

ARTICLE IV: Officers

Section I.
Elected Officers. The elected officers of this organization shall be President, Vice President, Secretary and the Treasurer, all of whom are members in good standing. There can not be more than one elected officer per family. Each officer shall be elected for a one year term. 

Section II.
Appointed Offices. The elected officers shall be able to appoint the Chairpersons of the Standing Committees, otherwise known as “Appointed Officers.” Each shall be appointed for a one year term.

Section III.
If, during the term of office for any reason, elected or appointed, an officer ceases to be a member in good standing, or fails to perform the duties of the office, the office shall be declared vacant by a two-thirds vote of the Executive Council. 

ARTICLE V: Duties of the Elected Officers

Section I.
The elected officers shall appoint the Chairperson of the Standing Committees. All Elected officers must attend no less than 2/3 of the meetings. 

Section II.
The President shall preside at all regular meetings and all Executive Council Meetings. As Chief Executive Officer of the organization, the President shall, among other executive duties, carry out the policies outlined by the general membership, direct the activities of the organization, represent the organization at all outside activities, delegate special duties not assigned to the officers, coordinate the organization activities with the school officials and coaches, and shall be an ex-officio member of all committees. The President does not have the ability to vote unless there is a dead lock. 

Section III.
The Vice President shall assume and exercise all the duties of the President when the President is incapacitated due to sickness, accident, or absence, the Vice President will automatically become President in the event that the office becomes vacant. 

Section IV.
The Secretary shall record the minutes of all regular meetings, notify special committees of their appointments, keep a correct list of the membership, keep the by-laws up to date, have charge of all papers and records of the organization, and provide minutes of the previous meeting at each succeeding meeting. Maintained files to be kept in a designated area. 

Section V.
The Treasurer shall receive all monies of the organization, shall keep a record of all receipts and disbursements, provide reports as required by law, provide special reports as requested by the President and deposit all funds in the name of Vista High School Football Booster Club in a local bank. All deposits are to be made within a timely manner (not to exceed 7 days upon receipt by the treasurer). The Treasurer shall maintain separate ledgers for each fund raising event for the purpose of assessments.  The Treasurer shall present an annual budget for board approval.  The elected officers, as stated in Article 4, Section I, are the official signers on the Vista High School Booster account.  All checks require two signatures

ARTICLE VI: Duties of the Executive Council

Section I.
The Executive Council shall consist of all Elected Officers, any Chairpersons of the Standing Committee, the Head Football Coach.

Section II.
The Executive Council shall be authorized to organize activities and expend funds for these activities. Said funds shall be authorized by motion and voted upon by the Council. 

Section III.
Five members of the Executive Council shall be considered a quorum.

ARTICLE VII: Chairperson of the Standing Committees

The Chairpersons of the Standing Committees shall be, but not limited to: Membership, Publicity/Publications, Game Night Concessions, Game Night Activities, Promotions, Team meals, Fund Raising, Public Relations and Communications.

Section I.
The Membership Chairperson shall be appointed by a majority vote of elected officers. The Chairperson shall contact prospective members and in always promote general interest in membership in this organization. The Membership Chairperson shall assume and exercise all duties when the Vice President is absent.

The Membership Chairperson shall telephone all members of the organization as well as parents of team players to keep them advised of any special needs of the organization or special functions in which their support is requested.  The Chairperson will maintain a database of players, parents, volunteers and sponsors.

Section II.
The Chairperson of Fund Raising shall be appointed by a majority vote of the elected officers. The Chairperson shall plan and coordinate senior gifts. 

Section III.
The Chairperson of Publicity shall be appointed by a majority vote of the elected officers. The Chairperson shall have the charge of sending reports of the organizational activities to the press and otherwise publicizing the same in good taste. This Chairperson shall also be in charge of the printed game program including ad sales, printing, layout, etc.

Section IV.
The Chairperson of Spirit Wear shall be appointed by a majority vote of the elected officers. The Chairperson shall be in charge of an up-to-date inventory, purchase and sale of hats, sweatshirts, buttons, programs and items related to booster support and be in charge of all other game night activities. All accounting of proceeds are to be verified by two people and turned over to the Treasurer, or any other elected officer, at the close of the event. 

Section V.
The Chairperson of the Snack Bar activities shall be appointed by a majority vote of the elected officers. The Chairperson shall be in charge of inventory, purchase, and sale of all concession products. The concession stand is to be operational at all home games or as needed to meet season schedule. All accounting of proceeds are to be verified by two people and turned over to the Treasurer, or any other elected officer, at the close of the event. 

Section VI.
The Chairperson of the Player Feeds shall organize menus, order food, provide delivery and get volunteers for game feeds including sack lunches within the budget provided by the board.

Section VII.
The Chairperson of Pop Warner Activities shall act as liaison between Pop Warner and Vista Football to include organizing all aspects of Pop Warner Camp and Pop Warner Night.

Section VIII.
 The Chairperson of web site shall be solely responsible for artistically maintaining the www.vistahighfootball.com web site with reliable skills in website management. The webmaster will update the web site as required, particularly during the football season when supporters frequently search for updates, photos, etc. The webmaster will coordinate with booster members as required ensuring inappropriate photos or materials are not featured on the web site. Such material which is not in the best interest of Vista High Football will be excluded from use or mention. The webmaster will maintain website integrity including all links, text, and images to keep the website current and relevant. The Webmaster and Booster President will have possession of user name and password.  All costs related to the website must be approved in advance by the Booster Club. At the end of their term as Chairperson, the webmaster will relinquish all passwords, materials, etc. to the new webmaster or current board President in a timely manner.

At the discretion of the Executive Committee, other committees shall be appointed as deemed necessary.

Section IX. 

Resignation

Any Elected Officer (Officer) may resign their position by filing a written resignation with the President. If the resigning Officer is the President, the resignation will be filed with the Vice President. Such resignation shall become effective immediately. The resigning Officer shall not be entitled to a refund of dues. Any other contributions made to or on behalf of the Booster Club must be approved by the Booster Club or the resigning Officer will not be entitled to reimbursement. Upon such resignation, the exiting Officer shall immediately return any and all property of the Booster Club in his/her possession to any active Elected Officer.

Reinstatement
A two thirds vote by the Executive Council is required for reinstatement. A written request signed by the former Booster Club Elected Officer must be filed with the Secretary. During the next Executive Council meeting, a vote will be held. Upon such time the Officer is approved for reinstatement, the Officer will become fully reinstated without qualification. The President will notify him/her of the outcome of the vote.

ARTICLE VIII: Elections

Section I.
The nominating committee shall be appointed by a majority vote of the elected officers at the first general meeting of November and shall consist of three members. The nominating committee shall present their nominees for all offices at the last general meeting in November.

Section II.
At the said general meeting in November, after the report of nominating committee is received, nominations for any and all such officers may be made from the floor.

Section III.
Annual elections shall take place at the first general membership meeting in December for all officers and shall be by a written vote. The Head Varsity Football Coach will count the votes. 

Section IV.
All officers shall be installed into office, after their election, at the first meeting following the Varsity Football Banquet. Term of office shall be from their installation until the installation of their successors the following year. 

ARTICLE IX: Amendments and Rules of Procedures

Section I.
This constitution may be amended at the general membership meeting of the organization by two-thirds affirmative vote of the members then present, constituting at least a quorum, provided such amendment or amendments have been read at the preceding meeting. It is to be reviewed and voted upon annually by officers. 

ARTICLE X: Meetings

Section I.
General Membership Meetings. There shall be at least five (5) general meetings per school year.

Section II.
The Executive Council shall meet at the discretion of the President at least once a month.

Section IV.
At the March meeting the Treasurer will submit a proposed budget which will include all reasonable anticipated income and expenses for the forthcoming football year. When approved, the budget will become the guideline for approval of all future expenditures.

ARTICLE XI: General

Section I.
Notices.  Whenever notice to the general membership is provided for in these By-Laws, the following procedure shall be deemed full compliance with such requirements: It shall be the duty of each member to keep the secretary informed of any and all changes in addresses and telephone numbers occurring. The Secretary shall notify the Membership Chairperson of changes and shall direct them to notify the general membership as deemed necessary by the Executive Council.

Section II.
Dissolution of the Organization. In the event there is disharmony within the organization or between the organization and the school, a dissolution vote may be taken by the President of the Organization, the Head Varsity Coach of Vista High School, and the administrative representative of Vista High School. A majority vote of members will affirm the motion for dissolution. Upon dissolution of this organization, all property, real and personal, wheresoever situated, that is owned by the organization shall be transferred to the Athletic Director of Vista High School.

Section III.
As per VUSD Board Policy, the site administrator may withdraw the charter of any organization or booster club if the site administrator determines that the organization’s activities are not in the best interest of the students. 

Section IV.
All meetings shall be governed by “Roberts Rules of Order”.

Section V.
There shall be an annual audit of the books at the end of the fiscal year, before the Treasurer turns over the records of the Association. The auditor shall not be related to any of the elected officers by blood or marriage.

Section VI.
This is a non profit organization. ID# 33-0727266

Amendment to Article XI-Section II. This section shall be dissolved and read as follows:

“This association is organized and operated exclusively for charitable purposes within the meaning of section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.”

“Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, the association shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt from Federal Income tax under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (of the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law) of (by) by a corporation contributions to which are deductible under section 170 (c) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).”

“However, if the named recipient is not then in existence or no longer a qualified distribute, or unwilling or unable to accept the distribution, then the assets of this organization shall be distributed to a fund, foundation, or organization which is organized and operated exclusively for the purposes specified in section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.”
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
