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COACHING COMMITMENTS & CONDUCT 

 
 As a coach or authoritative figure acting in the role of coach, I recognize that soccer 

belongs to the players and will put the welfare of the game and players above any 
personal gain. 

 
 I will treat each player, opposing coach, referee, parent and administrator with respect 

and dignity.  I will do my best to learn the fundamental skills and teaching techniques 
related to soccer and become familiar with the rules of the game. 

 
 Acting as a coach or an assistant under the coaches’ direction, I will not engage in any 

unsportsman-like conduct and will not tolerate such behavior from my players. 
 

 I will uphold the authority of referees who are assigned to the game in which I coach, 
refrain from criticizing referees and I will assist them in every way to conduct, fair, and 
competitive contests. 

 
 I will refrain from making derogatory remarks about coaches, opponents and to my 

players. 
 

 I will avoid arguing with an opposing coach and player(s), referee or spectators before, 
during, or after the game. 

 
 I will learn the strengths and weaknesses of my players so that I may design and develop 

training programs to enhance their strengths and place them into situations that provide 
them with maximum opportunity to achieve success and development. 

 
 I will conduct and design practices and games so that players have an opportunity to 

improve their skill level through active participation and learning processes.   
 

 I will communicate to my players and parents individual and team responsibilities. 
 

 I will support organizational decisions and all policies, rules and regulations promulgated 
by Warrington Soccer Club and cooperate with the administrators of our organization in 
the enforcement of these rules and regulations and will report any irregularities that may 
occur and violate sound competitive practices and games. 

 
 I will protect the health and safety of my players by insisting that all activities under my 

control are conducted for their psychological and physical welfare.  
 

 I will avoid running up the score on an opponent, remember no one enjoys being on the 
receiving end of a blowout.
