Tournament Team Selection Process
Manager
· Applications for the Tournament Team Manager will be accepted by the Board of Directors from eligible coaches within each division.   The resume may be submitted directly to the League President or delivered to the League director for the age group in which the candidate is applying.   The application will be in the form of a resume and shall include at a minimum your coaching credentials.  Applications must be submitted by May 1st.  Each candidate must meet the following criteria:
· Must have a Cal Ripken Coaching Certificate

· Must at a minimum be on a roster as a coach on an intramural team?

· Must have a completed Criminal Background check in accordance with Warminster Baseball Policy prior to the commencement of Tournament Team Tryouts.
· Once a Tournament Team Manager is selected the Board of Directors reserves the right to remove a Manager from the Tournament Team position based on issues regarding conduct or inappropriate behavior that comes to the attention of the Board of Directors.  The Board of Directors decision is final and must be based upon punitive actions taken by Warminster Warriors Baseball, Cal Ripken Baseball, Suburban One Baseball, or any other League that the Program is affiliated with and/or any issues that arise as a result of a Criminal Background check that would warrant the removal of the Manager from his position.  

Team Selection Process

· The Tournament Team will be selected no earlier than May 15th or after the Tournament Team Tryouts are conducted, whichever occurs first.
· Each age group will conduct tryouts as part of the selection process.

· There shall be two tryouts held so that any member who is interested in participating on the team will have the ability to make at least one tryout in event of a scheduling conflict.  It will be the Director of the Division’s responsibility to coordinate with the Tournament Team Manager and the scheduling committee the dates for the try out.   These dates will also be posted prominently on the Warminster Warrior Website.
· Tryouts for the Tournament Team will occur after May 1st of a calendar year.

· A Tournament Team Registration Form will be created that will be made available in person or electronically to each player of the in-house program.  The form will indicate the responsibilities of the Tournament Team Player and clearly indicate that they are making a commitment to the Tournament Team, if selected.  Each player and parent must sign the form and submit it to Warminster Warrior Baseball by May 1st of each Calendar year.
· The Manager of the Tournament Team will now have a list of players that are trying out for the team.

· The only exception to the Tryout rule will be if a Tournament Team Manager does not receive enough registrations to warrant a tryout process.
· The Manager will use his discretion as to how many players will be accepted on the team.  It will be the Manager’s responsibility to field a team in accordance with the rules set forth in the Official Babe Ruth/ Cal Ripken Rulebook.   The Manager should consider injury and loss of players due to schedule conflicts and therefore, roster sufficient players to accommodate this even if it means placing players on an on-call basis to prevent forfeits due to an insufficient number of players. (example:  the 13th and 14th players on a roster might only dress and play if other players are unavailable) .
· The Tournament Team will be AGE PURE, in accordance with the age guidelines and practice of the WBBA.  If there are sufficient candidates for an age group, regardless of talent level, those players will be chosen for the Tournament Team.  
· No player may PLAY UP a division unless:
· There are insufficient candidates to field a team for the older age group.  Our priority is to field a team for each age group.
· If the above is the case the Manager may ONLY select candidates that have attempted to tryout for the younger division Tournament Team and completed a Tournament Team registration form. 
· The Manager for the younger age group will have first right of refusal for any player even if that player did not tryout for his Tournament Team.   In other words, the Manager of the younger team must give permission for a player to play up and may only do so after he has completed a roster for his team.  The player or his/her parents may not choose to not play for the team in his/her respective age group so that he/she can play up on another team.  The decision by a Manager to allow a player to play up must be approved by the Director of each division and the Board of Directors will be notified of these situations.
