2009 WCAA Flag Football 

Coach Rules & Responsibilities
1. Player Notification:  All coaches must notify the players on their teams by Wednesday, July 8, 2009.  Coaches will provide practice times and location, and their contact numbers in case a parent needs to contact them.  If you have been unable to contact any of your players by then, you must inform one of the Football Directors. 

2. Roster Changes:  After Player Selection, roster additions, trades or any other roster changes will NOT be allowed without the approval of one of the Football Directors.  

3. Uniform distribution:  Once uniforms have been delivered, each coach is required to pick up and distribute the uniforms to each player.  Any uniform discrepancies must be reported to the Football Director in charge of uniforms within 3 days of uniform distribution in order for uniform corrections to be made by Picture day.

4. Field lining & Game day setup:  For coaches with the first game in the morning, you have the responsibility to make sure your field is properly set up including field markers, benches, water coolers are filled with ice and water, trash containers are placed on each side of the field, sponsor banners are hung, and the concession area is setup before your game.  You must come early enough to make sure all field preparation is complete before you begin warming up with your team. This normally requires 45 minutes to an hour.  We are working with WCDP Personnel to line the fields, but if not, this is your responsibility.
5. Game day breakdown:  Coaches with the last game on their field have the responsibility of removing the field markers off of the field, storing the equipment and benches, emptying and taking the water coolers & trash containers to the WCAA garage, removing and storing the sponsor banners, and breaking down the concession area and storing all items.

6. MVP Type Award Distribution:  Throughout the season, the WCAA may enter into agreements with some of its sponsors to provide "MVP" type awards to be distributed to the players.  This is part of the sponsorship agreement and no coach can refuse to participate in the award distribution.  Every attempt will be made to insure that there are enough awards so that every player will receive at least one throughout the season.

7. Trophies:  Coaches are required to provide a corrected list of all player names to the football directors by the 3rd game for trophy ordering.  Coach must pick up and distribute trophies to all participants no later than 2 weeks after the Tournament Championship.  If one of your players is missing a trophy or there is a problem, coaches are required to inform the football directors and make arrangements for the player to get their replacement trophy.

8. End of Year Meeting: There will be one final coaches meeting after the season is complete to turn in your equipment and debrief the season. 
9. Sportsmanship:  Please do not disparage, insult, degrade, demean or mistreat any player, parent, league official or referee in any way.  Profanity on the sidelines and around the parents and children will not be tolerated.  This is a recreational program and as coaches you must set the proper example for your players and parents.  If you are ejected by a game official or Football Director, you must leave the playing area immediately.   An ejected coach will have to be reinstated by the Football Directors before being allowed to participate in practices or games again.  Youth Athletics can be very emotional.  Please stay in control at all times.
10. Equitable Play: Please remember that all players must play 50% of each game. Building your offense around 2-3 kids does not constitute equitable.  All kids must be given the opportunity to get offensive touches despite their skill level and develop a system to track or manage ball distribution.  You do not have to make a player go into a game if they do not want to.
11. And, of course, Coaching!  This is a recreational program, so teach your kids the fundamentals and strategy of football in a fun and instructional atmosphere.  No need for any football boot camps.  You will find an assistant coach or volunteer parent that will know the players and playbook in the event that you can not make a game/practice or if you are dismissed from as coach of the team.

I understand that I am subject to suspension or dismissal for conduct detrimental to the WCAA and its players, parents, and volunteers.
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
