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RULES: WEST SALEM JBO FATHER’S DAY CLASSIC 2009
Midget Federal

Midget Federal JBO rules shall apply, including the 5 run/inning rule, except for the following considerations:

Time Limit:  A game is over after 5 innings (unless tied) or 2-hours or invocation of the 10 run rule. No new inning will start after 2 hours. A new inning starts once the third out is made at the end of the previous inning.  The home umpire will keep the official time and declare when a game has been completed.
CHAMPIONSHIP GAME—NO TIME LIMIT but the TEN RUN RULE is in place for the Championsip Game.

If time is available, each team will get an equal amount of infield practice prior to the start of the game—the home umpire will allow this at his discretion.

10 run rule is in force after 4 completed innings.
Each player shall participate in 6 defensive outs.
Pitching; we leave it to the discretion of the coaches to use good sense.  The starting pitcher is the only pitcher who can re-enter (one time) into the pitching position during the same game. This not the Championship of the Baseball Universe, so please do not abuse the rule or your kids.
Speed-up rules:  The following NFHS speed up rule suggestions shall be applied:

1. At any time, the team at bat may use courtesy runners for the pitcher and/or the catcher.  The player who was last out will be the courtesy runner.

      Neither the pitcher nor the catcher will be required to leave the game under such circumstances.

2. AFTER PUTOUTS:  After a putout in the outfield with no runners on base, the ball shall be thrown to a cutoff man and, if desired, to one additional infielder before being returned to the pitcher.  If the out is in the infield, then the ball shall be returned directly to the pitcher.  However, if the out is a ‘K’ then Please throw it around!

All Protests will be decided by the tournament director(s).  Umpire judgment calls are NOT open for discussion period
Home team/Visitor team-Will be decided by a coin toss.  Home team will use the dugout on the 1st base line.

IN CASE OF A TIE AFTER THE TIME LIMIT:  The Score will revert back to the last full inning where a team was ahead.  If the score is 0-0 then the outcome will be determined by a coin toss.
