NYSCA CERTIFICATION PROGRAM 

The Basic Level Clinic will consist of two parts: 

1. Viewing the "Basic Video for Certification"—must be viewed by all coaches, regardless of the sport that they will be coaching. 

2. Viewing the "Sports Specific Video" for the sport which they will be coaching (i.e., basketball, baseball, soccer, hockey, and so on). 

After viewing the Basic Video, the coach must take and pass a test, sign the Code of Ethics Pledge, and remit an annual fee of $20.00 (made payable to NYSCA). Certified coaches will receive a $1 million excess liability insurance policy after their initial certification.  Also, coaches will receive four issues of the Youth Sports Journal, a publication devoted to providing coaches with valuable information on sports psychology, injuries, strategies, teaching skills, risk management, sport specific drills, and many other areas. 

After the initial year of membership coaches will be invited to advance to the NYSCA Continuing Education Program level. After signing the Code of Ethics pledge and paying the $20.00 fee they will receive a $2 million excess liability insurance policy as well as a $15,000 excess accident/medical insurance policy that is applicable when performing coaching duties. 

COACHING ADDITIONAL SPORTS: 

If a coach chooses to coach any sport in addition to the one they were originally certified for, he or she need only attend a clinic for that specific sport. The coach does not need to view the Basic Level Video again. Also, there is no fee for additional sports clinics if the coach has already paid for that particular year; however, the coach must sign a code of Ethics Pledge for each sport that is coached.
